The SWSC will be holding tryouts for players to complete team rosters in the following age groups only. 

Tuesday March 16th @ 5 pm: Girls U10, U12 & U13; Boys U9, U11, U12 & U13.   

Thursday March 18th @ 6 pm: Girls U15, U16 & U17 Boys U16 (High School teams). 

Players that have participated on a travel team for the fall 2009 season are automatically accepted for a spring roster 

spot and do not need to participate in this event.  These tryouts are to complete rosters for open positions only. 

All players that are interested in trying out must be pre-registered with fee's paid on the SWSC website by March 1st 

2010.  Team age designations are strictly enforced by the Connecticut Junior Soccer Association (CJSA).   

Participation on a SWSC travel team will require the player to attend 2 practice sessions per week and participate in 2 

or more games each weekend.  The spring 2010 travel season begins April 17th and concludes June 20th. 

Players attending the tryouts should arrive at least 30 minutes prior to scheduled times for onsite registration & 

instruction.  Parents should bring original birth certificate & 1 copy for age verification, copy to be retained by SWSC.

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 CONNECTICUT STATE REFEREE PROGRAM  
 

Have you ever wondered how to become one of the referee's you see at the games?  The 
first step is to participate in an Entry Level Referee Training clinic.  The Grade 8 Entry-
level Clinic will train individuals wishing to Referee youth games and is required training for 
those wishing to advance to officiate higher level competitions and upgrade to higher 
Referee grades. 

 

Clinic Requirements: 

 You must be 13 years old by 6/30 of the year you are taking the clinic 

 Clinic fee - $70.75 

 Complete and pass all training modules 

 Attend the field session 

 Pass the final exam with grade of 75% or better 

Topics include instruction on the Diagonal System of Control (using three officials), fouls and misconduct, 
offside, Referee and Assistant Referee duties and responsibilities. Upon successful completion and 
registration with USSF and CSRP the individual may officiate all levels of youth games as a Referee or 
Assistant Referee.
