High School Boys Score Board/Announcing Instructions

Score Board

· A SHS representative should open up the score booth and turn on the power to everything prior to the first game (usually the JV game)

· Just in case there is no power check the switch in the fuse box on the wall in the score booth (top two switches on left are labeled).  If that still doesn’t work, check the master switch down on the pole of the scoreboard

· Make sure the clock is out of its box.  Plug into the power socket below shelf and then plug in second wire into one of the “scoreboard” inputs on the clock and the “scoreboard control” input below the shelf

· Turn power switch on back on clock on. Scoreboard should now be ready

· Hit “set clock”, punch in the time for the 1st quarter (12 mins/Varsity-stopped time, 15 mins/JV- running clock).Hit “Enter.

· Set the Quarter to 1. Hit “Qtr/Period/Half”,  hit the “+1” key….or hit the”1” key and then “Enter”

· For any scores, hit either the “Home” or “Visitor” key and then “+1”.

· Clock off and on is the “time in” switch on the far right

· For the last game of the night/day make sure you unplug the clock and pack away in its case.  Ensure all power switches are off on the control and sound pieces. There should be a Sunset HS representative there to ensure everything is locked and closed up.

Announcing
· Ensure the sound equipment is turned on and the microphone is working (on/off switch)

· ENSURE THE ON/OFF SWITCH IS TURNED OFF AFTER EACH ANNOUNCEMENT

· There maybe music involved and you’ll need to monitor the sound level of the speakers and if there are any inappropriate lyrics.  

· Stop all music 10 mins before game time

· Approximately 5 mins before game time announce the basic game info:

· Welcome teams and fans

· This is a V/JV Metro Conference/Inter Conference game between Visiting team and Sunset Apollos.

· If you know the records of the teams you can announce this. 

· Ensure the National Anthem CD is teed up in the CD player and ready to go.

· Approximately 3 mins before the game, in conjunction w/ the referees lining the teams up announce the playing of the National Anthem, gentlemen please remove your hats.

· Announce who scores goals and assists (if you have them)

· Announce penalties if you know the details

· At the end of each quarter, announce the score and remind people about the concession booth

· At the end of the game, announce the final score, congratulate both teams, thank the visiting team and fans for coming, if you know the date/time of our next game then announce that as well.  Drive safely!

· Assist w/ clean up and shut down of booth (see last bullet under Score Board)

Other tips

· Make sure you can hear the referee’s whistle

· Make sure you have a clear line-of-site to the referee’s

· Make sure you have the walkie-talkie to the scorer’s table working or the cell phone number of one of the SHS scorekeepers

· Do you have the roster for both home and away teams for announcing?

· Do not let a bunch of people into the booth (regardless of the weather), they could distract you.

· Penalty time is kept down at the scorer’s table; however the scoreboard clock is used as the official penalty time.

· The referees are running the show, no one else.

· As with the score table crew, you in the score booth are an extension of the officiating crew. Impartiality is crucial.  Do not engage fans in the stands.  Be careful what you say.
