On April 17, 2010 Sunset Lacrosse Club is sponsoring an annual Civil War game between the

supporting.  We serve approximately 120 Sunset students annually.  Our revenue sources are limited to 
player fees and monies received through fund raising and donations.

years.  Last year both boys and girls varsity teams won the Metro League.  The boys made it to the State 
Semi-Final round.  We are a no-cut sport and anyone in Sunset’s attendance area is eligible to play 
lacrosse for Sunset.  Financial aide is offered to those in need so that cost never determines someone 
ability to play the great game of lacrosse.  Despite the financial pressures on our club, we have been 
able to keep our player fees level for a couple years.

Proceeds from the raffle will go to OSU and UO as well as to our own lacrosse programs.  The 
universities are gracious enough to travel to Portland and play this special game away from their own 
campuses and as such we support their cause.
