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Mission Statement

The purpose of the league is to provide a setting where area players can compete and prepare for future competition at the high school level as we strive to mirror the North Central Connecticut Conference (hereinafter “NCC”).  Emphasis is placed on  developing players’ skills and self confidence. NCC urges all of its coaches to lead by being positive role models and assure all their players play significant and meaningful minutes in each and every game.  The league will have a president, treasurer, webmaster, review committee, and board of directors, with the board responsible for overseeing the league.  

Membership and Team Assignments
Original Membership

This league was originally formed to mirror the North Central Connecticut Conference.  Original members include: Canton, East Granby, East Windsor, Enfield, Ellington, Granby, Somers, Stafford, Suffield, Tolland, Windsor Locks, and St. Martha’s.   Each original member, if active, can vote on all issues at the Annual Board of Directors Meeting and all Special Meetings.   If any member is considered to be put on probation and/or dismissed from the league, the Original Membership will have sole duty to vote on such actions.  Probation/dismissal would be based upon a recommendation from the Review Committee.  To remain in the league and not be placed on probation or dismissed, a 2/3 majority vote by the original membership would be required in support to remain in the league.
New Members

New members have been accepted based upon their request to join the league, league needs, and their acknowledgement that they must abide by league rules on a consistent basis.   After the first year in the league, a new member will have voting privileges at the Annual Meeting and all Special Meetings, with the exception of voting as noted in the aforementioned Original Membership.

New Member Application Process
New towns and/or teams are to complete the Membership Application Form included in the appendix. This form is to be filled out for new town memberships and for additional grade teams being submitted by an existing member. Teams from a town that are not affiliated with an existing membership from that town shall be considered as applying for a new membership and will undergo the described approval process.
· A Review Committee member and/or President will provide an application.

· Applications must be submitted to the NCC President and/or Review Committee member no later than the September 15 preceding the forthcoming season.

· The applications will be reviewed by the President and Review Committee. 
· Final approval is gained at the NCC Board of Directors Meeting in September.
· The Board of Directors will discuss requests and vote to accept or reject each applicant.  To gain access, the Board of Directors must approve the applicant with a two-thirds majority vote based upon one (1) vote for each present member town.

· All first-year teams will be placed in Division 1 for each of their teams, unless circumstances dictate they should be in a lower division per approval by the Review Committee.

· All first-year members are on probation.  First year entries can be dismissed by a 2/3 majority vote of the original NCC members.  Examples for dismissal include, but not limited to: illegal players, behavior issues by players, coaches, fans, failure to provide adequate home playing sites on a consistent basis, numerous complaints/issues brought forward to the Review Committee and League.  If dismissed, all submitted league fees are forfeited and non-refundable.
· The president will email the applicants within two days of the meeting with the results. League Fees are currently $150 per team.  For new teams under new memberships the League fee is $200 per team. The non-refundable fee must be paid by November 1.

NCC Review Committee

The function of the NCC Review Committee is to serve members as initial contact and first responder in regards to a range of issues. These include but are not limited to issues involving on and off court incidents, player eligibility, conduct, forfeits and grievances, suggested changes in rules and protocols, roster challenges and application for new memberships.
The basic process followed by the Committee is as follows:
A. Member Representative is to file a report to all or one of the committee members as soon as possible. A submittal to one Committee will be shared with all committee members.
B. Complaints should not be filed with the Webmaster, only the Review Committee
C. The Committee will not accept reports from players/fans/coaches. Response to these reports, if received, will refer the authors to submit the report first to either the affected Town Coordinator of the affected local program. Exception to this is when the committee deems that imminent harm may occur to either individuals or the NCC if not addressed in an expedited manner. 
D. Upon receipt of a report, the submittal will be shared with all committee members and the NCC President.
E. The Committee will initiate a verification process that may normally include the affected Town Coordinators and game officials. It is noted that prevalence will be given to referees’ reports as they are viewed as unbiased. The committee will strive to gain as much information as possible on incidents wherever possible in an expedited manner.
F. The Committee will refer to NCC established rules, protocols and precedence as applicable. It will also refer to CIAC guidelines when appropriate.

G. The Committee will subsequently adjudicate the case and will submit this adjudication and recommended action(s) to the President. The President will either implement the recommended action or seek total Board approval on same as he deems fit.
H. Upon receiving the NCC decision/action on the subject case, the member has one opportunity to appeal same by filing that appeal to any or all Committee members.

I. Failure of a member to implement the NCC actions may well result in the loss

 of membership.

The Board of Directors
The NCC Board of Directors will consist of the NCC President, all members of the Review Committee and all Town Coordinators.

Duties of the NCC BOD includes the following:

1. NCC based Town Coordinators are to approve existing non-NCC Town return applications.

2. The Board will determine by a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote or more to accept or reject a new non-NCC town for participation.

3. Will approve new or revised rules submitted by the Review Committee.
4. As determined by the President, the BOD will vote on adjudications and actions submitted by the Review Committee on matters concerning game events regarding coaches, players, fans, officials and facilities.
5. Original NCC Members only will vote to place member towns on probation or expulsion from the league due to continuous issues that were reported and confirmed during the season. To remain in the League, such towns will need a 2/3 majority support by the Original Members.
Team Divisional Assignment Committee
The NCC strives to attain competitive balances in all three of its playing divisions. These divisions and team assignments are described below:

· Boys Division format for grades 6 and up Three Division Format:

· Division 1, Division 2, Division 3 with placement based upon previous season’s winning percentage, 75% and 25% are the boundary thresholds. Consideration is given to town population. 
· All teams come into the league based off of town size:
· D1 = 25000 +
· D2 = 15000 - 24999
· D3 = 14999 (less than) 
· Once a team has played a season, they will be placed based off of record the following year:
· If a team wins 75% or more of their games, they move up a division if possible
· If a team wins 25% or less of their games, they move down a division if possible (The town representative can request that the team be left in the same division in this case without review)
· All other teams will remain in the same division as the previous year
· The town representative can request an exception by sending the review committee or the appointed parties a request in writing. (Approval required)
· The town representative can request to move a team up a division by sending the request to the review committee or the appointed parties in writing (Approval required)
· See the appendix for a sample placement chart.
· Girls Division format:
· The Girls Divisions format will be the same as the Boys divisions.  There will be Divisions 1, 2 and 3 each for the 5/6 grades and 7/8 grades groupings. Team placement criteria will be the same as noted above
All new membership teams and all new teams without prior season play in the League will be placed in Division 1 unless the Review Committee finds reason to place newly entered teams in other divisions.  All Boys 5th grade teams will compete in the same Division. Depending on the number of 5th grade teams, two 5th grade Divisions may be formed.

Request for waivers on NCC assigned team Divisions are to be submitted to the NCC President via email by October 20 and are to detail the reasons for the request for change. The request will be reviewed by the Team Assignment Committee as well as the Review Committee. Their adjudication will be submitted by the NCC President for final approval. Subsequently, they are final.
It is noted that any team that had not played their complete schedule in the prior season will not be eligible to appeal team placement as less then complete information is available to the Assignment and Review committees.
NCC Town Coordinator
Member Towns are to identify a Town Coordinator to facilitate the conduct of the NCC. This individual will supply NCC with his/her name, address, phone number(s) and email address. The responsibilities of the Town Coordinator are as follows:

1. Confirms their town’s home and away game scheduling information with other Town Coordinators a minimum of two (2) weeks prior to the related game date.

2. Simultaneously reports the game scores to the NCC website no later than 2 days after the scheduled game date.
3. Relay NCC email messages to his/her coaching staff and sponsoring agency.
4. Attend NCC BOD meetings as required.
5. Advise NCC of any change in gym directions.
6. Approve and submit Team Rosters to NCC in accordance with the supplied format and timeline.
7. Supplies copies of NCC Manual also including coaches’ contact information and League schedule to each coach in his/her town program. May be accomplished electronically.  

8. Reports game incidents to NCC President and the Review Committee.

9. All player, coach and fan ejections are to be reported to the President/Review Committee within 2 days of their occurrence.
10. The President and/or Review Committee will not accept any game incident reports, claims, grievances, allegations from players, parents, coaches nor fans. Such reports are to be submitted to the affected Town Coordinators who will first act on those reports at the local level and deem those reports’ appropriateness for submittal to the President/Review Committee for adjudication. Affected Town Coordinators are encouraged to resolve issues at their level without violation of NCC rules.
11. Are responsible for the integrity of their teams’ rosters and assure that all players meet the eligibility requirements. Obtaining and verifying proof of residency is the prescribed procedure as these documents will be required if a roster challenge occurs.
12. Submit payment to the League Treasurer no later than November 1.
The NCC Schedule
Regular Season
The NCC provides all of its teams (16) regular season games followed by post season play. The regular season normally starts on the first weekend of December and ends before the last weekend of February. The Christmas and New Year’s holidays affected weekends are not normally used. All teams are committed to play all of its (16) games. 
To facilitate the development of the schedule, NCC will provide a work chart requesting (10) home dates available for home games for each team, (8) will be selected. Note that games cannot start any earlier than 12:00PM ON Sundays. The provided 10 home dates must include dates on more than 1 day (Friday, Saturday, Sunday) for at least 3 of the home games.
Note that this work chart includes the requirement for listing the coaches name and contact information. This contact information will be crucial in the conduct of the season to allow communications among coaches and administrators. The person listed as team coach will be given limited access to the NCC website for the purpose of reporting scores and making game detail changes when necessary.
Limited weeknight games may be played due to limited weekend availability.
Game makeups are to be completed within 2 weeks of the original date with all games completed by February 18th.  Games played the last 2 weeks of the season must be completed immediately. While weeknight slots are acceptable, there must be mutual agreement between the two teams to play on a weeknight. Visiting team has a right to reschedule to a non-weeknight.  Home team must be informed well in advance of any such change.

Home time game slots and Coach Information on the form provided must be submitted by November 1 to the League President.
Division schedules will be prepared and provided to the Board of Directors membership by November 27th for their distribution to their respective teams. The schedule provided is a starting point, and provides the opportunity for teams to adjust their schedules as needed. If a coach is aware of a conflict, the start of the season is the best time to reschedule. 
Due to gym availability, teams may play more than one (1) game in a single day.

NCC Pre-Season Jamboree

The NCC conducts a Pre-Season Jamboree, normally in mid-November at a nominal cost. It is usually conducted over a two-weekend period. It serves to prepare teams for the forthcoming season. The Jamboree details are well advertised via applications sent to all members. See Appendix for Sample Jamboree application.
Post Season Play

Standings for playoff seeding will be based upon team records as of the last Sunday of the season at 7:00pm. For teams not playing their complete 16 game schedule and if allowed to play, their seeding will be at the discretion of the NCC.  Playoff semi-final/final hosts must submit their request to host to John Veit, playoff coordinator, by February 15th.  Based upon those requests the playoff coordinator will assign the semi-final games to the appropriate sites.
Playoffs will start the Thursday following the last regular season game.
Week 1 of playoffs: During that Thursday – Sunday playoff period on the last weekend in February, all games up to the semi-finals must be completed.  Higher seed will be the host, unless they do not have gym availability, resulting in the lower seed hosting.  If neither can host, a neutral site will be made available. 
Week 2 of playoffs: During that Friday – Sunday playoff period on the first weekend in March, the semi-finals and finals will be played at host sites with semi-finals being played on one day and finals on another day during that weekend. NCC shall finance the cost of the referees and facilities.
The League will purchase the trophies based upon a team trophy for both the first and second place Division finishers and 12 individual player trophies for each of the teams playing in the finals. Ted Szymanski and John Veit will co-ordinate trophy purchase and distribution.  The webmaster, will finalize division standings, team seeding, and will post the information prior to the start of post season play.
Host sites will be determined prior to the finals weekend based upon member towns volunteering to host. The league treasurer will coordinate payments to host sites.  

Playoff semi-finals/finals host site requirements:

· Grades 5 and 6 must play on a middle school or high school size court and Grades 7 and 8 must play on a high school size court.
· Host site will provide a site director, two qualified officials, and clock operator.

· Higher seed will be the official book.
In the event that weather conditions prohibit the playing of games on either weekend, games will be played the following weekend.

Each division will be responsible for coordinating their playoffs with John Veit, treasurer.  Individuals will be asked to act as division coordinator and assist John Veit.
All teams are required to play in the single elimination playoff. Failure to participate may result in sanctions decided upon by the Review Committee.
Most playoffs will have all the division’s teams in one group.  Multiple groups may occur based upon the number of teams and final results.  John Veit and Ted Szymanski will coordinate. 

The Volunteer Division Coordinator will be responsible for informing all teams within their group, the playoff schedule, pairings, times and locations.

Top-ranked teams may receive a bye based upon the number of teams and pairings in their respective division. Host sites and possible pairings should be determined by February 21st with final pairings based upon final standings.

Each division must submit their playoff Schedule to Chris Willey, webmaster, Ted Szymanski, president and John Veit, treasurer, by the designated date.

Playoff seeding for all teams is determined by win-loss record percentages. Tiebreakers shall be determined by Chris Willey, webmaster, with such criteria as head-to-head, but will not utilize point differential as a criteria item. John Veit, treasurer, will coordinate.

Standings for playoffs will be based upon league record as of the last Sunday of the regular season at 7:00pm. If more than one team declines to participate in their respective playoffs, their nonrefundable entry fee will be applied towards website costs. The maximum amount a division can receive to host playoffs cannot exceed league fees (less web and trophy costs) collected from respective teams in the division.  Host sites will receive approximately $150 for each game they host.
The playoff host sites cannot charge teams any additional fees beyond the initial entry fee – namely, they cannot charge for admission to the facility nor can charge any additional fees to participating teams.
General Rules & Season Format

1. Board of Director (hereinafter “Board”) membership is limited to the towns within the NCC and St. Martha's, a founding member of the league.

2. Annually, each town within the NCC will be required to provide one representative to the Board.

3. The primary functions of the Board are: a) to set policy for the league and b) to address protests and/or rule violations. Voting on all issues for acceptance will require a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote. During the season, the Board will meet on an as-needed basis.
4. If any member is considered to be put on probation and/or dismissed from the league, the Original Membership will have sole duty to vote on such actions.  Probation/dismissal would be based upon a recommendation from the Review Committee.   To remain in the league and not be placed on probation or dismissed, a 2/3 majority vote by the original membership would be required in support to remain in the league.
5. St. Martha’s Eligibility: St. Martha’s is the only non-town organization sanctioned to participate in the NCC, as they were a founding member and their league affiliation has been grandfathered.

a. Player eligibility endorsed in September 2011 for St. Martha’s: The roster for St. Martha's shall mirror their present practice and criteria in CYO that players must belong to St. Martha’s parish and/or school, with a maximum of two (2) non-parish players allowed. If another CYO team applied for the league, they will need to play under the same roster criteria, but the Board would still need to vote to determine acceptance. The league is limited to town affiliated programs and St. Martha’s. 

6. Towns with full voting rights for the current season and accepted as Board members include all towns and St. Martha’s that participated in the previous season.
7. Team Rosters: Team rosters must be submitted to John Veit, treasurer, by December 31. 

8. Divisions (by grade): Boys5, 6 (I, II, III), 7 (I, II, III), 8 (I, II, III). 
Girls: 5&6A, 5&6B, 7&8A, 7&8B Girls C divisions based upon total number of teams to allow for 3 divisions.

9. All teams must have adequate liability insurance from their respective organizations.

10. The Grade 5 Boys Division and Girls Divisions will utilize 28.5 basketballs.

11. Admission fees to games are prohibited.

Website Advertising

1. In continuance with past practice, website advertising shall be limited to basketball-related information and shall not allow AAU clubs to advertise or recruit.

2. The webmaster, will continue to screen requests, and if a questionable request is submitted, he will contact the Review Committee for review and finalization decision.

Player Eligibility
1. Minimum criteria: 
a) Players must be enrolled in Grade 8 or less.   
b) Must live in the town they are playing for, this must be verifiable. In the instance of legally separated parents living in different towns the town the player lives in is defined as the town where they go to school.          
c) Have at least one (1) parent living in the NCC member town they are playing for. 
d) St. Martha’s must meet the exception rules outlined in _____
e) The BOD member sign-off on all rosters submitted to verify that these requirements are being met.
The above are minimum requirements implemented by the NCC, which players must satisfy in order to be eligible for participation. Individual towns may create additional requirements, but are not required to do so*.
Once a player is accepted as eligible for a town's travel team, that player cannot play for another town's travel team within the league for the noted season.
2. Players cannot play for another travel organization and play on an NCCTBL team

3. Player that attend a parochial school in one town, but live in another town are NOT ELIGIBLE to play for that town’s Travel team in this league 
4. Players cannot be listed on two (2) or more rosters.
5. Players must be on a final roster submitted December 1.
6. After December 1, any roster changes must be submitted to the webmaster and to the League president.

7. Rosters as of January 1 will be the basis for the team’s playoff roster.

8. If concerns regarding the eligibility of a player is questioned, the verification process is as follows:

a. Verify player number from the game’s official book to the team’s roster.



This would include making a request to the webmaster to verify the player.

b. To assure the player is eligible, it is the responsibility of each town’s representative to have available adequate proof of the player’s eligibility.  This would include, and may not be limited to: player’s name, address verification by mail documents, school attendance verification, birth certificate.
Age limitations based upon the player’s age as of April 1 at the conclusion of the season:   Grade 5 – 12
Grade 6 – 13
Grade 7 – 14
Grade 8 – 15
Players that do not meet the criteria but played in the league before, their eligibility may be grandfathered in.  A waiver must be issued to allow them to play, however, the waiver must be requested to the review committee.

The eligibility of Choice students will be based upon each individual town’s policies.  

Proof of age and residency must be provided to the NCC if eligibility is questioned. Players must be gender appropriate to participate in the league.
If a player "graduates" from 8th Grade and reclassifies to the 8th Grade in a private school, for example, he would be ineligible.  However, an 8th grader who stays back would be eligible.
Roster Sharing

During the season, to aid with completing games, if a team does not have 5 players to dress for a league game, that team may borrow players from one of their teams in order to play the game.  Players must come from a lower grade team and cannot come from a higher grade team or an equal grade team in their organization.  The aforementioned is prohibited during playoffs as rosters are locked and sharing is prohibited.
Guidelines for Games

1. Games will take place on Fridays, Saturdays, and Sundays. Sunday games cannot start before 12:30pm or start later than 7:30pm.  Weeknight and Sunday morning games may be played, but only if acceptable by both teams.
1. High school rules will apply, including League Rule of no pressing or half court trapping with a lead of twenty (20) points or greater throughout the game. Defenses must drop back to the 3-point line (Coach is issued a warning, failure to comply results in a technical assessed to the head coach).
2. The home team is responsible for providing two (2) qualified referees.

3. Responsibilities for Coaches

A. Coaches must view themselves as role models and conduct themselves properly at all times.

· If a problem arises with either the coaches or the referees, the town they represent should be informed immediately to promptly address the problem.

B. Coaches are responsible for the conduct of his or her players, coaching staff, and fans (including parents).

· Fans are here to support the players. If a fan becomes problematic, the coach will be informed immediately to address the issue. However, if the problem continues, a technical foul will be assessed to the head coach, and the opposing team will be awarded two (2) foul shots and possession of the ball. Furthermore, the fan must be removed from the building, and if the fan refuses to vacate, the game will end immediately and result in a forfeit win for the opposing team.

4. Game Cancellations

A. If a game must be canceled due to gym availability, the host team should provide the visiting team at least two (2) days notice.

B. If a team cancels a game with less than forty-eight (48) hours notice for no apparent reason and the host team is billed for referees for the canceled game, the team that cancelled may be billed up to $60 for the referees. 

C. All cancelled games must be made up. Makeup games should be completed within 2 weeks from the original date, and if agreed by both teams, a weeknight makeup game is acceptable.

D. If a team that cancels a game, refuses a makeup game when the opposing team provides several alternative dates, the game will be considered a forfeit. If two forfeits are assessed against a team in this manner, the team may not be allowed to participate in the playoffs.  The Review Committee will be provided the details of teams refusing to complete a makeup and through their established procedures provide final ruling on assessing a forfeit.
E. In the event of inclement weather, the host team should provide at least (3) three hours notice regarding game status.

F. The host team must have a medical kit, ice packs, and a phone available for emergencies.
Division schedules will be prepared and provided for at the League Scheduling Meeting. The schedule provided is a starting point, and the meeting provides the opportunity for teams to adjust their schedules as needed. If a coach is aware of a conflict, this is the best time to reschedule.
Due to gym availability, teams may play more than one (1) game in a single day.
REMINDER:

2. High school rules will apply to playoff games, including League Rule of no pressing or half-court trapping with a twenty (20) point or greater lead (Coach is issued a warning, failure to comply results in a technical assessed to the head coach).
3. The home team is responsible for providing two (2) qualified referees.
4. Coaches are responsible for the conduct of his or her fans, coaching staff, and parents.

Administrative

Members are required to enter results of games on the NCC website in a timely basis.

League games are officiated by two (2) officials with a majority being Board Certified Referees.
All new members are on a first season probationary basis. Inappropriate behavior on the part of players, coaches and fans may subject the affected member to dismissal, forfeiture of fees or banishment from playoffs. Future season admittance would be jeopardized.
The completed NCC Application Form and this signed document must be submitted to Ted Szymanski as directed on the form.

NCC requires all members to carry their own liability insurance.
Members are to be prepared to submit names of their coaches with phone numbers and email address when requested by NCC

For playoff hosting members, the playoff format will be in compliance with the NCC mandated format.

Players

NCC roster players are prohibited to concurrently participate in another NCC league. Failure to abide will result in expulsion.

Timeline
