4th Annual MIST (2010)
Marlboro Invitational Summer Tournament

Tournament Rules:  (Cal Ripken Rules apply except as noted below)
1) The MIST will consist of games played over a five week period.  All teams will have anywhere from 1-3 games scheduled per weekend ( Friday, Sat & Sunday).  
a. Games are six innings, no extra innings (except championship game).  
b. No new inning shall start after 2 hours from scheduled start time.  
c. If the game is ended due to weather or other conditions making the fields unplayable by judgment of the Home Plate Umpire, the score will revert back to the last completed inning unless it is the bottom of an inning and the Home team has gone ahead.  
d. There are no suspended games.  
e. A game is official after the first pitch is thrown.  
f. Trophies will be awarded to the top team in each age bracket.  
g. Standings are by points, games are scored as a win is 2 points, a tie is 1 point, a loss is 0 points. 
h. Tiebreakers are head-to-head, followed by Runs Allowed, followed by Runs Scored.    
i. No players not on the original roster to be submitted by 7/11/10 are allowed to play.  Violation is a forfeit.  
j. We will try to reschedule rainouts as space can be accommodated (either a 3:15 or 1:00 game on Saturday or Sunday – doubleheader as a result for most teams)

2) Umpires will be provided by MYBA.  Any protest must be brought to the attention of an MYBA MIST Board Member on the fields immediately and will be settled immediately.  
3) Games scores must be reported online within 24 hours to the following:

· Please feel free to send a paragraph summary of your game , I will submit them to the local paper which goes out to all towns that are participating.
NOTE: The MYBA Website is not regularly maintained during the summer.

4) Mercy rule is 12 runs after 4 complete innings.
5) Minimum 7 players needed to play.  If a team is reduced to less than 7, the game is forfeited. Teams are encouraged to swap players and play a fun game.
6) Maximum 3 innings per game per pitcher.  Six Innings Total Per Weekend
· One pitch thrown constitutes an inning pitched.
· You can substitute a pitcher from the bench if necessary

7) Curveballs: Curveballs are only allowed at 12U level (NOT at 11U or 10U level)

8) No slashing.  Any player who slashes is immediately OUT.  (Slashing is showing bunt, then swinging)

9) Players arriving late get inserted at the bottom of the lineup.
10) All players must play at least 3 innings in the field.  Players can be substituted off the bench into the game.
11) All players on the batting order, continuous batting. Players arriving late are inserted at the end of the order.
12) Umpires will wait for 15 minutes for the full team to arrive.  At that time, if 7 players are not on site, game is a forfeit 6-0.  Teams are encouraged to swap players and play a fun game.  Umpires are required to stay in that case also. 
13) Lightning. If lightning is spotted, all children off the fields.  If no more lighting is spotted within 15 minutes, players can return.  If this happens a 3rd time, the game is over.

14) Any coach ejected from a game by an umpire is suspended for one game and subject to review for any other action by the MYBA Board of Directors.

16) Slide OR avoid contact all the time.  Violation is an out.  Incidental contact is OK.

17) Stealing:  Runners are allowed to steal ANY base including Home Plate.  There is no leading allowed.

18) Sportsmanship: There is a Zero-Tolerance policy in regards to player, coach and fan behavior.
· Players: Not allowed to throw helmets, bats or curse whatsoever.

· Coaches: Are expected to hold the highest decorum as an example to players and fans.

· Questions around rules interpretations are fine.  

· Call timeout and have a quiet discussion with umpire away from your team and fans. 

· Fans & Players: Coaches will control their fans and player’s behavior. 

· They can cheer on THEIR team.

· They cannot cheer/chant AGAINST the opposing team.

19) Anything not specifically covered by these rules, or any interpretations necessary will be provided by the MIST Official on site. 
Championship Format:

* The Top Four Teams will Advance to the Championship Game played the last weekend 
· A semifinal match between 1 vs 4 and 2 vs 3 seed on Friday , Championships on Saturday
* In case of a tie, the following Tie Breaker system will be used: 

i. Head to head (if only two teams)

ii. Least runs allowed

iii. Most runs scored
