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CCYB Field Equipment and Field Lining Instructions
April 2009

The dry line markers are set to go and are located as follows:
Rideout 1:
 field closest to Lawsbrook – chained to the fence

Emerson: 
"Doug White" Building Garage Bay. 

Carlisle:   
Banta Davis Little league field - chained to the fence

 

Infield drag screens are rolled up and located as follows:

Rideout 1

Rideout 2

Emerson 90 Baseball

Emerson 1

All are chained to the field boxes.

When using the drag screens please be very careful not to drag clay material onto the grass when turning corners as this leads to dangerous lip buildup at the infield cuts.

Screens need to be returned to their locations and locked after use.
 

The field boxes are all stocked with turface, lime, bucket, pump, rake and first aid kits.
They are located as follows

Emerson 90 Baseball

Emerson Little league 1

Rideout 1, 2, and 3

Banta Davis Little league

Carlisle Baseball 90

Unfortunately a box has been stolen from the Carlisle Banta Davis Softball field.
 

Instructions for field lining:

 

1.
Unlock machine and remove cover.

2
Open top and takeout the roll of marking twine.

3.
Set the marking twine along the first base path (tip of home plate to the painted line) and stretch taut.

4.
Make sure the control lever on the hopper is pulled back to the off position.

5.
Fill the hopper 1/4 of the way full (put in only enough lime to mark the one line at a time)

6.
Roll the marker into position at the tip of home plate.

7.
Using the control lever, open the spreader to the 4 inch wide setting.

8.
Roll the line along the marking twine at a slow steady pace.

9.
Close the hopper at the end of the line and reposition the twine to mark out 3rd base (repeat steps #4 - 9)

10.
When finished it is paramount that the hopper be completely emptied by dumping it out into a waste can.

11.  
Replace the roll of twine into the hopper, and recover the machine

12.
Replace the machine to the fence at its original location where it belongs as above listed.

 

All Combination locks are (6-1-7-7).

Again I need to strongly remind coaches to lock the boxes and the dry line markers and drag screens after use.   Also the dry line markers that are kept outside need to remain covered.  They are presently equipped with plastic covers held on with a bungee cord.   Covers need to be replaced after use and machines need to be returned where they belong and should be locked.
