Game Procedures For House League
· Penalty box needs (1) one adult for home, and (1) one adult for visitor penalty bench.

· Roster on score sheet should represent players in that game.

· Players must be properly equipped before entering face-off. (Chinstrap properly fastened, non-clear mouthpiece in mouth.)
· Officials will utilize the “fast face-off” procedure as outlined in USA Hockey

· Helmets remain on at all times during and after the game (including handshake).

· There are no time-outs during regular season games.

· Teams may not use non-rostered players except in the case of a “borrowed goalie”. (See league by-laws)

· Mite games are played at 1.5 min shifts. There are no double shifts. Period clock will begin with 10.5 minutes per period, unless otherwise indicated by on-ice official or directed by the rink. Please minimize “coaching” between periods to speed play.

· Bantam, Pee Wee and Squirt games have a curfew.  Have teams ready to start on time. Games should begin three (3) minutes after scheduled game time.  Third period will be shortened at the discretion of the Referees AND go to a running clock if needed, to finish at the scheduled time.
· Bantam level only will utilize “tag up offsides”
· Any player given a game misconduct, is suspended for the following league game. A second game misconduct in the same season nets a two game suspension.  The player must sign the score sheet and be present at the suspended game before returning to the team.
· Mercy rule in effect after two (2) periods and ten (10) goal differential.  GAME IS OVER!! The teams are entitled to remain in their half ice for practice.

All questions referring to rules interpretation or league policy should be directed to township representatives and then to the league.  Coaches should not call to question the on-ice official’s judgment!
