Dear High School Coach; 
At Badger Region Volleyball, our goal is to help advance the sport in the State of Wisconsin, and we’re asking for your help. Along with the Center Court Sports Complex in Waukesha, we are interested in helping continue the success of the WYVL – the Wisconsin Youth Volleyball League, for boys and girls grades 5-8, in the fall of 2011. Because a successful high school program always benefits from knowledgeable athletes, we are hoping you will help oversee (or continue to oversee) the WYVL program in your area. We would help provide guidelines as far as dates, practices frequency and space, but you, as the high school coach, would be responsible for the ideals and philosophies of the team. 

We would provide the informational flyers and sign-up forms, and we would ask your help in identifying a parent who could help coordinate and aid in administrative duties. 
Since this is meant as a learning experience, we are also looking to the parents to help coach the teams so as not to burden you during your season. Even if they know nothing about the sport, Badger Region will help train them to make sure they have the basics of the sport. We are also looking to provide clinics for both the coaches and the athletes. 

The cost would be $595 per team, which would include eight dates and 16 matches at Center Court,  player fees, coaching and athlete clinics, background screens for all adults involved (in order to facilitate a safe environment), liability insurance, a first referee, and an end-of-league tournament. Each player would be recommended to play within their own high school feeder district because we want to support the high school programs in the area. When, where and how often the team practices would be up to you, but Center Court will be willing to help provide practice time and space during the week. 

Registration will be done a little differently this year, as it will all be done online. For those student-athletes who have already registered with Badger Region for their club volleyball season in 2010-2011, they do not need a new membership. For those who did not play club volleyball in the winter of 2011, they will need to register themselves online for a fee of $20 (see the 2011 Registration Information sheet). Practices would start in August and matches would be on Saturdays or Sundays at Center Court in September and October. Each “League” would be broken down into grade, so that the fifth graders wouldn’t be playing against the eighth graders, etc. We would promote that the WYVL be a “sign-up” league rather than a “try-out” league to foster participation and learning, and we would work with you or a coordinator you appoint to send information to all of the area elementary and middle schools during the winter months in order to help get the word out. 

Please contact Jillian at Center Court so we can get your contact information and get your program on the list because space is limited and we’ve already had strong feedback. We will also be contacting athletic directors and parents to help spread the word and we look forward to hearing from you. We hope this is something that you will seriously consider to help not only your high school program, but the middle school student-athletes in your area as they learn to love the great sport of volleyball.
