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My son, Derek Knutty, was an accomplished 3 sport athlete, all four years
of high school. In baseball, basketball and soccer, he was 1st team
all-league both his junior and senior years.  He definitely had an
interest in pursuing a college career in basketball or soccer, but by the
end of his senior year, only a few community colleges had shown any
interest in him.  Ken Gee approached us and asked if Derek would be
interested in playing with the YBA basketball team.  He thought some
additional exposure outside of high school might get Derek the recognition
that he/we were looking for.  The YBA team Derek joined included a number
of talented players from around the area and the group worked great
together: Ken had knowledgeable coaches who not only brought out the best
in my son, but who also had numerable contacts throughout the area.  The
YBA coaches chose tournaments wisely, opting for ones with maximum
exposure to college coaches.  Derek traveled to multiple tournaments
locally and spent the month of July traveling to Los Angeles and Las
Vegas.   The YBA coaches got calls immediately about Derek, not only from
community colleges but Division II and III schools as well.  Derek, his
father and I are convinced that had it not been for the YBA group, Derek
would not be where he is today.

The first of August, St Michael's College, a Division II school in
Vermont, saw Derek in Las Vegas and offered him a full ride basketball
scholarship worth $164,000!
Participation in sports outside of school is expensive.  There are
multiple choices all based on how far your pocketbook can take you.  We
were impressed with YBA program for a number of reasons: The coaches that
are part of the program are experienced, knowledgeable and well connected,
and the fees charged were clearly laid out and reasonable.  Our experience
with YBA made it clear that the program was created for the good of the
player and not for their own pocketbook!
