ÅTeams may reschedule games if mutually agreed upon by both 

coaches
ÅIf a town is unable to host home games Sunday afternoons 

and the visiting coach is unable to play when the field is 
available, the home team must give up the home game.

ÅCoaches request game changes through their town director

ÅTown director approves (or not) game changes before 
requesting them of the division director

ÅDivision director approves (or not) game changes before 
entering them into League Athletics

ÅGame changes (additions) must be submitted a minimum of 1 
week prior to a game

ÅExemption is for field closures

ÅTown Directors/Coaches are responsible for notifying 
opposing team and officials of game cancellations (follow 
home-team responsibilities) within 1 week of a game



Continuing Initiative 
Registration Requirements

ÅFor every 5 teams entered into MBGLL, towns must have 
access to one field from 12p to 6p on Sunday afternoons 
during the season. If you do not have access to a field during 
this time, you have a couple of options:

ÅPlay your home games at your opponent's location.

ÅAsk your opponents to play games at your field when it is 
available.

ÅPlease have these changes confirmed prior to March 15.

ÅTowns may enter up to two Sunday afternoon blackout dates
