Dear Aspetuck Wildcat 8th Grade Athlete,

The Aspetuck Wildcats Association established a scholarship program for its eighth grade members in 2007.  This will be the fourth year in which we will be offering 8th grade football and cheer athletes the opportunity to apply for an award to be used for educational purposes upon graduation from high school.  The total amount awarded annually is $4,000 but is based on merit and number of applicants chosen by a committee reviewing all the submitted applications.
The goal for this program is to encompass the whole scholar-athlete and not necessarily the athlete with the highest grades or best player on the team. While academic achievement is one criteria, leadership among peers, community outreach as well as athletic participation and achievements in the arts will all be evaluated. 

This year’s committee will be chaired by myself, along with a coach from football, a coach from cheer and several parents in the organization who do not currently have an 8th grader in the program. The committee will evaluate the applications and select the scholarship recipients based on the demonstration of key qualities listed in the above paragraph. The number of recipients each year will not be pre-determined but left up to committee discretion based on the pool of applicants.

To claim their scholarship check, each recipient will need to submit a letter of acceptance to college, vocational school or other educational programs (peace corps, etc.) post high school in the spring of 2014.
