Newtown Youth Football Team Rules

EARN-IT

The Newtown Youth Football team rules apply to all members of the team, and are intended to promote teamwork, a positive winning attitude, a competitive atmosphere on the team, and a drive to excel at everything we do, on and off of the football field.


All Players must comply with the following rules:
1. All players must maintain good academic and behavior standing in school.  Athletic participation is a privilege that is EARNED!
2. All players are expected to come to every practice.  If a player cannot attend a practice, he will call and let one of the coaches know as soon as possible.  The call should be made before practice, if possible.

3. During any game week (including pre-season games), any player who misses one practice in a week will not start in the next game.  Any player, who misses two or more practice sessions in one week, will not play in the next game.  The reason for a missed practice does not matter.  If a player is injured, or cannot participate in practice for some reason (poison ivy, sprained wrist, etc), but he comes to practice, and pays attention during practice, he will be considered as being at practice.  There are many valid reasons for missing a practice, but there is no leeway in the above rule.  If any player misses practice for any reason, the above rule applies.

4. All players represent the Newtown Youth Football program. They are a reflection of the team, the coaches, the town of Newtown, their parents and their family, as well as themselves.  Therefore, all team members will behave in a courteous and respectful manner, especially when they are wearing their uniform.

5. All players are to be at practice and ready to start on time.

6. Jewelry of any kind is not permitted, with the exception of religious and medical medallions, which must be taped to the player’s body or inside their uniform.  Additionally, any headgear that contains knots is not permitted.

7. All players are part of our team, and deserve and need the support of all of our players and coaches.

8. All players must clean up their mess after practices and after games.  This includes water bottles, coolers, clothing, etc.  All items must be taken off the field after practice/game.  Trashcans are provided in several locations on the field and by the snack shack - throw your trash in the trashcan or take it home with you.

9. All players are to be at games at least 1 hour and 15 minutes prior to the start of the game to allow for check-ins and pre-game validation.  For all regular season games, unless specifically instructed otherwise, this means players must be at the game on time as all validations start 6o minuets prior to games. If you are not validated you will not be eligible to play.
