Update March 9th to our 7/8 Grade Players: 
To All 7/8 Grade Parents:

This email is meant to provide you with an update on the 7/8 Grade Green and White Team tryouts that took place last Sunday, March 7th.

We would like to say that splitting these teams has not been an easy task and has really tested the core of our experience as administrators of the YAC Youth Lax Program. However we do feel that we have developed an evaluation process that has allowed us to look at and evaluate each player fairly.   

With this in mind, please be advised that before the tryouts took place, as Administrators we established the following rules with regard to splitting all 4 teams in the 7/8 grade level and specifically the Green and White teams that require player tryouts and cuts. 
1) Players must participate in the Green AA Level and/or the White A level team tryouts in order to make the team. 

2) Each Green or White team would have approximately 18 roster spots consisting of the following mix of position players. 5 Attack 5 Defense 1 Goalie and 7 Middies.

3) We expect the tryouts to be very competitive and therefore players are required to tryout for a specific position. 

4) Players would be invited back for either a second tryout for the Green Team, or a second tryout for the White team based on their performance in the first tryout.
5) And most importantly, we understand that not all players/parents will be happy with the results of the tryouts.

Here is a summary of the results from the first 7/7 Grade tryout held March 7th. 

As administrators, we felt the tryouts went well and we were very impressed with the talent level of the players who participated in the tryout. 

We had a total of 50 players participate in the Sunday March 7th Green AA Level team tryout. Based on the initial 50 players, approximately 18 players will make the Green Team and 18 will make the White Team, therefore approximately 14 players will not make either team.

We will invite 25 players back for a second Green Team tryout and 25 players back for a second White Team tryout that will be held on Sunday, March 14th.

Final Green Team Selection Process: As discussed, we expect 18 players to make the final Green Team Roster. This means that approximately 7 players who were invited back for a second Green Team tryout will not make the Green team, however they will be placed on the White Team.

Final White Team Roster: We expect approximately 18 players to make the White Team Roster.  

Second Tryout, March 14th 

Here is how the process will work.

By this Friday we will send out two separate emails. 

Email #1 will be a Green Team invite. The time of the tryout will be 2:30pm – 4:00pm at West Point. If you receive this email it does not mean you made the Green Team. Instead, please report for the second tryout at 2:30pm.
Email #2 will be a White Team invite. The time of the tryout will be 3:00pm to 4:30pm at West Point. If you receive this email it does not mean you made the White Team. Instead, please report for the second tryout at 2:30pm.
Please note that regardless of the results of the tryouts, all players will be placed on a team. If your son did not make either of the above mentioned teams, then we will continue later this month with our player evaluations. Our two additional teams are the 7/8 Black team which is a competitive B + Level Team and the Red Team which is a mid to lower level B Level team.   

Finally we need goalies for each team. The YAC will provide goalie equipment and goalie clinic and instruction for all players who are interested in learning/playing this position.
