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Policy: Use of Redding School fields or the Redding Community Center Fields
Includes RCC1, RCC2, RCC3, RES and JRMS Fields

· Weather related cancellations will be posted on the ERU Hotline 938-9978. Do not contact Park and Recreation. 

· In the event of Lightning, clear the field and do not go back on the field for 30 minutes after the last lightning strike.
· Everyone must park in designated school parking lots; No parking along the road or in fire lanes. Please notify your parents as well as the parents of the visiting team of these parking restrictions.

· No child should be left at the site without an adult waiting with them. 
· A coach or parent should be in place before dismissal at JRMS.

· Coaches at JBHS have no authority to give out gym or field assignments. Always contact the field coordinator who will work with Redding Park and Rec. The Athletic Directors office and Park and Rec. are the only authorized distributors of school space at JBHS.

· The fields are to be left litter free after each practice or game use. Coaches or managers must bring bags to clean up after themselves and encourage children to pick up after themselves as well.
· Goals:
1. Goals need to be completely off the field every night. 
a. In the fall, soccer may keep goals on RCC 1 but should be moved 5 yards off the playing field at the end of each session. 
b. In the spring and summer, RCC1 goals must be completely removed from the field daily and placed off the softball fields and off the softball fields completely in far foul territory.

2. Small portable goals should be against the fence in the corner of the field on RES and RCC2. Portable Goals should be off the field near the woods at JRMS.
3. Larger Goals should be at least 5 yards off the playing field 

4. Larger goals need to be weighted for safety at all times. 

5. Rotation of high wear area is essential to maintaining a field. Goals should only be used in game location during the games or scrimmages. 
· If an accident occurs involving damage, spills, especially of blood, a custodian should be called and an incident report might need to be filled out.
· There is no smoking at all Fields, Schools and the Community Center.  It is the manager’s responsibility to inform visiting teams of this rule.
