Field Directions – 2009

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

THE FOLLOWING ARE DIRECTIONS TO THE BASEBALL FIELDS LISTED IN THIS YEARS SCHEDULE.  IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT YOU CONFIRM ALL DIRECTIONS WITH THE OPPOSING COACH, AT LEAST TWO DAYS BEFORE THE GAME, AND SUPPLEMENT THESE DIRECTIONS WITH A SMALL MAP WHENEVER IT IS POSSIBLE. THANK – YOU. IF YOU HAVE ANY QUESTIONS PLEASE CALL THE HOME TEAM MANAGER FOR DIRECTION CLARIFICATION.

ASPETUCK:  REDDING BOYS & GIRLS CLUB FIELD (RB&GC)

LOCATED IN REDDING NEAR THE INTERSECTION OF CROSS HIGHWAY AND ROUTE 58. FOLLOW ROUTE 302 TO ROUTE 58.  TAKE ROUTE 58 SOUTH FOR APPROXIMATELY 5.4 MILES TO THE FIRST STOP SIGN.  MAKE A RIGHT TURN ONTO CROSS HIGHWAY.  THE BOY’S CLUB FIELD IS ON THE LEFT, ABOUT 100 YARDS FROM THE INTERSECTION.

From Easton, Bridgeport, Fairfield: Take RT58 North to first stop sign after you enter Redding. Take left onto Cross Highway. The Club is 100 yards on your left.

From Westport, Weston: Take RT53 North. Go over Reservoir Bridge and continue straight onto Newtown Turnpike (reservoir will now be on your right). Follow Newtown Turnpike to stop sign. Make right on to Cross Highway. The Club is 50 yards on your right.

From Wilton, Norwalk: Take RT7 North. In Georgetown take right onto RT107 North. Follow RT107 and take right onto Cross Highway, which is just past Redding Nursery on left. After second stop sign the Club will be 50 yards on your right.

From Ridgefield: Take RT7 South. In Georgetown take left onto RT107 North. Follow RT107 and take right onto Cross Highway, which is just past Redding Nursery on left. After second stop sign the Club will be 50 yards on your right. 

From Bethel, Danbury, and Brookfield: Take RT302 North to RT58 South. Go to first stop sign. At stop sign take a right onto Cross Highway. The Club is 100 yards on your left. 

From Newtown, Woodbury, and Southbury: Take RT302 South to RT58 South. Go to first stop sign. At stop sign take a right onto Cross Highway. The Club is 100 yards on your left.

ASPETUCK: HELEN KELLER (VETERANS FIELD) – EASTON   

From Bridgeport, Fairfield: From Merrit Parkway, exit 46, take RT59 North, Helen Keller Middle School is One and a half miles on Right.  Pulls into school’s driveway, as approaching school take Left, drive down to tennis courts, baseball field on Right.

From Westport, Weston, Wilton, Norwalk: Take Merrit Parkway North, to exit 46, at Stop Light take Right, at next Traffic Light take Right onto RT59, cross over Merrit Parkway.  Refer to directions above from Bridgeport, Fairfield.

From Ridgefield: Take RT7 South. In Georgetown take left onto RT107 North. Follow RT107 and take right onto Cross Highway, which is just past Redding Nursery on left. At third Stop Sign take Right onto RT58 South, follow for about 2.5 miles past Aspetuck Orchards, take next Left onto Center Road, at second Stop Sign take Right onto RT59 South, go ½ mile, Helen Keller Middle School is on Left.  Pull into school driveway, as approaching school takes Left, drive down to tennis courts, baseball field on Right.

From Bethel, Danbury: Take RT302 North to RT58 South. Follow Directions as from Ridgefield as going south on RT58.

From Newtown, Brookfield, Woodbury, Southbury: Take RT25 South through Monroe to RT59/RT136, go for 5 miles to Stop Sign, take Left onto RT59 South, for about another 3 miles, past Silverman’s Farm, go ½ mile, Helen Keller Middle School is on Left.  Pulls into school driveway, as approaching school take Left, drive down to tennis courts, baseball field on Right.

BETHEL:  BETHEL HIGH SCHOOL & MIDDLE SCHOOL FIELDS (BMS & BHS)

LOCATED IN THE BETHEL EDUCATIONAL PARK ON WHITTLESEY DRIVE.

TAKE ROUTE 302 AND CONTINUE TO THE INTERSECTION OF JUDD STREET.  TURN ONTO JUDD STREET TOWARDS BETHEL EDUCATIONAL PARK, AND THEN TURN RIGHT ONTO WHITTLESEY DRIVE.

THE FIELDS ARE APPROXIMATELY 1/2 MILE UP ON THE RIGHT SIDE.

BETHEL: PARLOA:

Coming south from Danbury:  Route 53 (Grassy Plain Street) into Bethel past the Sycamore Restaurant toward Redding.  Stay on 53, once past the Sycamore you go 2 lights.  At the second light you turn left on to South Street.  The field is on your left, parking is on the left just before the field.
 

Coming north from Redding:  Again Route 53, right turn on to South Street.
 

Coming west from Newtown:  Route 302 through downtown section of Bethel.  Over the railroad tracks make your second left on to Blackman Avenue (directly across from the Church of Bethel) the park is at the end of the road, there is some on street parking.  Or at the stop sign go right past the field and the parking lot is on the right.
BROOKFIELD:  HUCKLEBERRY HILL SCHOOL FIELD 

TAKE I-84 TO SUPER 7 AND EXIT AT FEDERAL ROAD.TURN ONTO WHITE TURKEY ROAD HEADING NORTH, WHICH CHANGES INTO CANDLEWOOD LAKE ROAD.  CONTINUE FOR ABOUT 2 MILES TO HUCKLEBERRY HILL SCHOOL AND TURN LEFT AND GO AROUND TO THE BACK OF THE SCHOOL.  THE FIELD IS ON THE LEFT.

BROOKFIELD: HIGH SCHOOL FIELD

LOCATED IN BROOKFIELD, SOUTH OF THE FOUR CORNERS AND NORTH OF BROOKFIELD CENTER ON MEADOW HILL ROAD.   FROM THE BROOKFIELD CENTER, TURN LEFT ON TO ROUTE 25 NORTH FOR ABOUT A MILE AND TURN RIGHT ON TO RABBIT LANE, THEN RIGHT AGAIN ON TO MEADOW HILL ROAD.  TRAVEL FOR ABOUT 2 MILES TO THE FIELDS ACCESS ROAD JUST BEFORE YOU REACH THE MAIN ENTRANCE OF THE HIGH SCHOOL.

Middlebury: Koufax Field at Quassy Park

Travel on I-84 East toward Waterbury.

Take the CT-188 exit - Exit 16 - toward Middlebury.

Turn right onto CT-188/Strongtown Road.  Continue to follow CT-188 for 2.6 miles. Turn left (West) onto CT-64/Middlebury Road.  Continue to follow CT-64 for 1.2 miles.

Koufax field will be on your left directly across the street from Quassy Amusement Park.

NEW MILFORD VOLUNTEER FIELD:

ROUTE 84 TO EXIT 7 NORTH TO END OF CONNECTOR, CONTINUE NORTH ON ROUTE 7 TO NEW MILFORD. GO PAST THE FIRST BRIDGE AT ROUTE’S 202 & 67 TO THE BOARDMAN BRIDGE ON THE RIGHT. GO OVER BOARDMAN BRIDGE STAY TO THE RIGHT. VOUNTEER FIELD IS ON THE RIGHT HAND SIDE. THE COMPLEX HAS A BASEBALL AND FOOTBALL FIELD. THE BASEBALL FIELD IS DOWN BELOW THE NOTH END ZONE.
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NEWTOWN:  MIDDLE SCHOOL FIELD 

TAKE I – 84 TO EXIT 10 AND HEAD WEST ON CHURCH HILL ROAD TOWARDS THE FLAGPOLE. TRAVEL ABOUT 2 BLOCKS TO QUEEN STREET AND TURN LEFT AT THE TRAFFIC LIGHT ONTO QUEEN STREET.  GO PAST THE SCHOOL ON THE LEFT AND MAKE THE LAST LEFT HAND 

TURN INTO THE PARKING LOT. GO TO THE END OF THE FIRST LOT THEN TURN RIGHT INTO THE SECOND LOT AND PARK.  THE FIELD IS DOWN AROUND BEHIND THE SCHOOL.

NEWTOWN: WALNUT TREE FIELD

TAKE I – 84 TO EXIT 10 AND HEAD EAST ON CHURCH HILL ROAD TOWARDS SANDY HOOK (AWAY FROM TH FLAG POLE).  CONTINUE DOWN TO THE TRAFFIC LIGHT AT GLEN ROAD AND TURN LEFT.  TRAVEL FOR ABOUT 2-1/2 MILES AND TURN LEFT ON TO WALNUT TREE HILL ROAD.  CONTINUE TO BRIDGE END FARM ROAD AND TURN RIGHT.  THE FIELD IS UP AHEAD ON THE RIGHT SIDE.
NEWTOWN: FAIRLIELD HILLS  
I-84 coming from either direction, take Exit 11, Left at end of ramp, proceed about 3/4 mile to stoplight, turn left into Fairfield Hills complex,  proceed straight  1/3 mile--field will be left just prior to Newtown Youth Academy.

RIDGEFIELD:  JOHNSON MEMORIAL (PLAYGROUND) FIELD  

PLAYGROUND FIELD IS IN RIDGEFIELD’S BRANCHVILLE AREA NEAR THE INTERSECTION OF ROUTE 7 AND ROUTE 102.

FROM I – 84 TAKE ROUTE 7 SOUTH FOR APPROXIMATELY 10 MILES. TURN RIGHT ONTO ROUTE 102.  FROM ROUTE 102, TAKE THE FIRST LEFT ONTO PLAYGROUND ROAD.  TRAVEL ABOUT 300 YARDS AND YOU WILL SEE THE FIELD ON YOUR LEFT.

RIDGEFIELD:   THE OLD HIGH SCHOOL FIELD (OHS) 

THE OLD HIGH SCHOOL IS JUST SOUTH AND EAST OF DOWNTOWN RIDGEFIELD ON EAST RIDGE STREET. FROM I – 84, TAKE ROUTE 7 SOUTH FOR APPROXIMATELY 6 MILES. TURN RIGHT ONTO ROUTE 35 AND TRAVEL FOR APPROXIMATELY 3 MILES.  AT THE INTERSECTION OF ROUTE 35 AND GROVE STREET TURN LEFT.  TRAVEL ON GROVE STREET FOR A HALF A MILE, AND THEN TURN LEFT ONTO PROSPECT STREET AND THEN MAKE AN IMMEDIATE RIGHT ONTO EAST RIDGE STREET.  CONTINUE TO A STOP SIGN, MAKE A LEFT TURN AND THE FIELD WILL BE ON THE LEFT.

RIDGEFIELD:   EAST RIDGE MIDDLE SCHOOL (ERMS) or (ER)

EAST RIDGE MIDDLE SCHOOL IS JUST SOUTH AND EAST OF DOWNTOWN RIDGEFIELD ON EAST RIDGE STREET.

FROM I – 84, TAKE ROUTE 7 SOUTH FOR APPROXIMATELY 6 MILES. TURN RIGHT ONTO ROUTE 35 AND TRAVEL FOR APPROXIMATELY 3 MILES.  AT THE INTERSECTION OF ROUTE 35 AND GROVE STREET TURN LEFT.  TRAVEL ON GROVE STREET FOR A HALF A MILE, AND THEN TURN LEFT ONTO PROSPECT STREET AND THEN MAKE AN IMMEDIATE RIGHT ONTO EAST RIDGE STREET.  CONTINUE TO A STOP SIGN, GO PAST THE POLICE STATION AND THE SCHOOL AND FIELD IS ON THE LEFT.

Southbury: Rochambeau Field

Directions to Rochambeau field in Southbury for the fall season

From Interstate 84 Westbound, Take Exit 14. Turn right at end of exit. 

Proceed 300 yards to traffic light. At traffic light, take right onto Main Street. 

Proceed on Main Street to third traffic light. At light, take right onto Peter Road. 

Proceed on Peter Road to Rochambeau Middle School on the right.

From Interstate 84 Eastbound, Take Exit 14. Turn left at end of exit. 

Proceed 100 yards to traffic light. At traffic light, take right onto Main Street. 

Proceed on Main Street to third traffic light. At light, take right onto Peter Road. 

Proceed on Peter Road to Rochambeau Middle School on the right. 
Southbury: Community Field: 

Take I84 to exit 15. Make a quick right and the a quick left onto Community House Road. Community Field is on the left hand side, about a half a mile. This is also their football complex.
WOODBURY:  HOLLOW ROAD FIELD 

TAKE I – 84 EAST TO EXIT 15.  AT THE TRAFFIC LIGHT TURN LEFT AND GO STRAIGHT ON ROUTE 6 EAST.  GO PAST THE PILGRIMS MALL AND TURN LEFT ONTO HOLLOW ROAD.  PROCEED INTO HOLLOW PARK.

WOODBURY:  NONNEWAUG HIGH SCHOOL FIELD 

TAKE 84 TO EXIT 15. GO NORTH ON 202, WHICH IS MAIN STREET FOR ABOUT 5 MILES (LAND MARK IS COUNTRY KETTLE RESTURANT) MAKE A RIGHT ON MIDDLE ROAD TPKA, (AREA MAP BELOW) CONTINUE TO FORK AND MAKE LEFT ONTO MIDDLE TOWN ROAD.
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
