


Yarmouth Dennis Youth Hockey Association, Inc.
General Membership Meeting Minutes
September 16, 2009

Meeting was called to order at 7:25 p.m.  The following board and committee members were in attendance:  Brad McClay, Steve Mazzoni, Shari Hayes, Rhonda McClay, Jeff Terrio, Scott Allen, Rob Benoit and Lisa Harney. Ed Gierej, parent and general member, was also in attendance.

Minutes of the previous Executive Board Meeting held on July 27, 2009 were e-mailed to Board members and also distributed at the meeting.  Minutes were ratified as presented.

The following reports were made by the Executive Board: 

President – Brad McClay
Brad started the meeting by reminding all of the General Membership Meetings that are held four times per year.  We will have a General Membership Meeting next in November.

Brad recommended that the GM meeting minutes be prepared one week after the meeting is held.  Minutes should be e-mailed to board members, and if no corrections are noted, minutes should be posted on YDYH website.

Brad reminded all that the 7th Annual YDYH Golf Tournament will be held on October 5th.  	
Vice President – Steve Mazzoni
Steve noted that we are still in need of raffle items and tee sponsors for the upcoming tournament. A golf meeting will be held on Thursday, September 17th, and Steve requested that an email blast be sent to membership seeking assistance.
 	
Secretary – Shari Hayes
	No new business to report.

Treasurer – Rhonda McClay
Rhonda presented the July and August reports for review and approval.  The July report showed net income of $401.32, and the August report showed net income of $9,706.77.  August reflected tuition income. 

The treasurers reports were approved as presented.

Member Elect – Rob Benoit
Rob reported that he has received questions on the “Can the Tuition” program. He suggested that we promote this on the website and/or by e-mail to membership.  The program allows members to return cans to the Mid Cape Redemption Center in Yarmouth, where a running tally is maintained.  Money is then credited towards tuition for skaters.

Rob reported that there will be a 1 day clinic on Sunday, October 12th for anyone interested in becoming certified as a referee.  Details have been in the Cape Cod Times this week under Sports Notices.

Ice Scheduler - Scott Allen 	
Scott reported that all practice ice has been scheduled on the website, and that the Cape League schedule is due out any day. 

A discussion regarding the need to cancel scheduled ice time occurred.  It was decided that Brad would determine if a game needs to be cancelled (in the event of inclement weather or other situations), and that Scott would notify the scheduled referees and timekeepers.

Tony Kent Reps –Jeff Terrio     
Jeff reported that Donna McGrath, current chairman of the Tony Kent Arena board, has resigned.  She will be replaced by Tony Kent.  Donna will remain in place to assist in this transition.

Tony Kent Arena will hold a major fundraiser this Saturday night at the rink.  The Boston Bruins Alumni team will play a game against the Dennis fire department.  Tickets for the game are $5.00, and there will be raffles in the lobby for additional fundraising, as well as “chuck a puck” chances.  YDYH families are encouraged to attend to support the rink.  YDYH mites will play a short exhibition game against the Waves mites between periods.

Board members expressed concern to Jeff regarding the snack bar.  With games every Saturday morning, it has been noted that the snack bar has not been open.  The concern is that with inconsistency in hours of operation, families will bring in coffee and food rather than take the chance that it will not be open.  The board asked that Jeff convey to the Tony Kent board a YDYH request to post the hours of operation for the snack bar.  This will support the snack bar revenues.

Equipment Manager – Scott Allen
	Scott reported that all equipment was issued last night at the first practice of the season.  	
	All coaches received new first aid kits and new puck bags this year.

Coaching Director – Brad McClay
Brad reported that the Coaches Meeting held on September 9th went well.  The meeting was held at the Hyannis Golf Club, and Brad recognized Scott Allen for doing a great job with the food, as usual.  

There will be coaches patching clinics for levels 2 and 3 held this weekend in Falmouth.  If there are coaches in the program in need of this certification, this is a good local opportunity to attend. 

There will be a mandatory Cape League coaches meeting on Wednesday, September 23rd at the new Hyannis Youth & Community Center (HYCC).  The meeting will be at 6:00 p.m., and will include a tour of the facility.

Mite Director – Steve Mazzoni
Grow Hockey begins October 21st.  Steve would like to have flyers by the end of September.  The program will be open to residents of Yarmouth and Dennis, and will offer the use of equipment free of charge to the first 30 participants, and free instruction and practice ice.  After 30 participants, they still are able to take advantage of the free ice time and instruction, but must provide their own equipment.  The program runs until December 31.  If players elect to continue in the program, they are charged $295 for the remainder of the season.   Steve will need 1500 multicolor copies to distribute to local schools and daycares.  Registration forms are available on the website.

Steve is seeking a Mite Director, preferably the parent of a current mite player.  He will approach Anthony Baroni as a potential candidate.  Mike Burrell will oversee the Grow Hockey program.

Steve brought up the student coaching form, available on the website.  Players are able to assist on the ice if they are at least one level above the team they are assisting.  They all should complete the student coaching form.

Registrar – Lisa Harney
Lisa reported that most players are all set with regard to registration, but there are stragglers that need to complete the USA Hockey registration.

Rosters for all teams are being prepared at this time.

Lisa reported that she had received the coaches compact back, and that she was working on reviewing the CORI forms to see if updates are needed. 

District Five Rep – Rob Benoit
Rob reminded all in attendance of the upcoming Mini One on One to be taped on October 4th  at the TD Bank Garden.  Cam Mazzoni and Justin Servidori will represent YDYH, after winning the local competition.  

Rob reminded all that new coaches need to complete CORI forms.

There is a Liberty Mutual Insurance Company grant in the amount of $2,500 that is available to USA Hockey youth programs.  Rob will provide Rhonda with details.

Mass Hockey is providing rebates of up to $500 to local programs that purchase starter gear and/or goalie gear.  Requests should be submitted to Al Smith with the bill.  

November 7th is designated as “Hockey Day”.  It was suggested that an e-mail blast be sent out to all so players can wear game jerseys that day.  

USA Hockey is seeking an Ace Coordinator – see Rob for details.

All rosters are needed by October 8th.

Game sheets must be purchased by each program, from Official’s Warehouse.  Rhonda will pursue this for YDYH. 	

Cape League Rep – Scott Allen
Secretary of the league Ellen Peterson has resigned.  She will now be doing statistics for the league. 

SWS will be participating in Cape League, but has no home ice.  

New Business
Brad announced that a checking clinic will be held on September 29th at Tony Kent.  Times will be 7:00 p.m. and 8:00 p.m.  and the clinic will be mandatory for all Peewee players.  It is also recommended for Bantam players, and will be available for Squirt A players that normally practice during the time period that the clinic will run.  Steve Rooney, former NHL player, will run the clinics.

The next General Membership meeting will be held on November 18th, 2009.
