Previous minutes from January 2009 meeting accepted.

Treasurer’s Report:  Jerry spoke with Cindy and Dave regarding Midget minutes.  Everything is set.  There are standard expenses for FMC.  The budget/treasurer’s report was accepted.

Director of Coaches:  Things are going well.  The sessions by Puckmasters have been completed.  The coaches have assumed responsibility of skills sessions through remainder of the year.
Fundraising:  $11,500 sold in raffle tickets.  The Sharks game had 400 tickets sold.  The coaches game is set for April 4, 2009, from 6-9 pm.  The $5 admission proceeds will go to the Maryann Binkoski Scholarship and a needy Shrewsbury family that had been involved with SYHA.  The money from the raffle items will stay with the association. 

The Sportsmanship Awards will be given out at the coaches game.  One award will be given to each team, mites through bantam.  The winners will be chosen by the coaches from each team.  The names of the awards have been chosen from individuals who were instrumental in starting SYHA.  The awards for the mites are the Mike Sullivan Award; for squirts, the Charlie Hale Award; and for peewees, the Ron Lemire Award.  A name for the bantam award is still needed.
    
Qdoba is willing to do team nights.  Tuesdays were chosen for team nights.  An e-mail was sent to team managers about this.  Kids and coaches can eat for free.  Qdoba is willing to do food for the coaches game.  Kevin Flaherty will check with Buffone Arena to see if food can be brought in for the coaches.  
     
The Mothers team is shaping up for its game.  Twelve mothers have signed up so far.  It was suggested the mothers play 4 on 4.  

NYHL:  Many teams may be leaving next year.  

State Tournament:  The tournament is 2 ½ weeks away.  Raffle items coming in.  All teams aren’t in place yet.  Ted M. will be sending out an e-mail to the association, and Ted will be looking for volunteers.  Teams will play on both rinks.  Pins and skate towels have been ordered for players.  Shirts will be sold once all the teams are known.  There will be a 50-50 raffle.  
Mass Hockey:  Midstate and Baystate will be merging, and that area will be redistricted.  Both associations are having trouble fielding teams.  Winchendon and another team may be merging, too.  USA Hockey will be doing sign ups May 1st instead of Sept. 1st.    Suggestion:  SYHA should pay for any player or coach who wants to go to a session to become referees.  There is an organization mentioned in USA Hockey magazine that gives free equipment, possibly called One Goal.

Mini X-ice Tournament:  Jerry R. and Dan S. will meet with Nick at Lake Ave.  Teams will consist of 4 or 5 players with no goalies.  Tournament will possibly be the Saturday of spring break, and there will be a minimal charge of $5. 
House League:  It was questioned if HL should give out t-shirts instead of giving trophies.  One hundred seventy-five t-shirts are needed.  HL will do two weeks of tryout preparation and will charge $20 per player.  There will be four 1-hour sessions.  HL coaches will run it.  Dan S. will talk to Lovell to see what the tryout drills are. Players will play four 10-minute games.  The tryout prep will only be for kids moving on to mites.  Payment could be done on-line.
Other:  Does association want to do a survey this year?  The same one as last year could be done. 
Could the association buy more ice at Lake Ave. or Navin for next year and designate different times for different teams to schedule their own games?
