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Policy #01 

INCLEMENT WEATHER
The safety of our football players, cheerleaders, parents and coaches is the number 1 priority when we are at practice or games. At all of our events we monitor the weather by radar and we also have a lightning meter on site. As a general rule it will take more than rain to suspend or cancel practice or a game. In the event inclement weather approaches the event site we will notify everyone of the situation and what action to take by the use of an air horn as follows:
1 Long Blast- Practice/game is Suspended, everyone should relocate to their cars (The pavilion is not a safe area). The situation will be re-evaluated every 15 minutes.
2 Blasts- Practice/game will resume.
3 Blasts- Practice/game is cancelled for the day.
All participants should report to practice/games unless notified in advance by your respective coach, practice/games will not be cancelled in advance unless there is sufficient time to notify everyone well in advance. As we all know Florida weather is unpredictable, it can be storming on one side of the street and not the other, so unless otherwise notified report to the practice facility/game location.
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
