
           Mechanicsburg Wrestling Booster Club Minutes

October 14, 2009
President Fake called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

1. Approval of Minutes from last meeting – Kelly reviewed the minutes from the April 2009 meeting.
2. Treasurer’s Report – Danielle Hoover was not present for the meeting, however did provide a statement of account.  Gary reports the current balance of the wrestling booster club is $7,400.        
3. Dr. Olivetti attended the meeting.  Mr. Krulock introduced him and explained that his son Joey had used Dr. Olivetti’s service in rehabilitation of his injury.  Dr. Olivetti explained the nature of his treatments and how these are aimed at athletes with chronic, ongoing injuries.  He related that he would be attending practices and should the need arise he will be offering his services to the wrestlers.

4. Coach’s Report –  
· Coach Barrick reports that weight certifications will be Monday, November 2, 2009.  The exact time and location is yet to be determined.  Conditioning week will be November 9th through the 13th from 3:30 to 5:30.  There will be open mats Monday through Thursday the following week with the first official day of winter sports being Friday, November 20, 2009.  The first contest for the high school team will be the Top Hat tournament in Williamsport, PA.  Coach Barrick states the team will be staying in dormitories used by the Little League World Series.  Finally, Coach Barrick reported that he has been approved for funding to purchase new singlets and warm up tops.  He is looking into getting fight shorts to complete the warm up outfit.  
· Coach Ramsey was not present at the meeting.  Gary reports that Coach Ramsey held an informational meeting in conjunction with a pizza party at the Middle School in an effort to increase interest and numbers at the Jr. High level.

· Coach Lame was not present for the meeting.  Gary reports that the Elementary Sneak Preview night is scheduled for November 3, 2009.  Elementary will practice three nights a week at Elmwood.  A limited number of new singlets have been purchased for the elementary program.  

5. Old Business:
A. Kick off picnic. – The picnic has been scheduled to be held in the pavilion located adjacent to the Memorial Park Pool with a start time of 4:00 p.m.  A discussion was held concerning a contingency plan due to inclement weather being forecasted for the weekend.  All agreed to proceed with the event as planned.  
B. Fundraisers for this year: It was agreed that the lottery tickets will be sold based on the month of January.  There was discussion of possibly crediting the wrestlers with some money based on the number of tickets they sold.  Giant Gift Cards are available from both Wendy Mundorf and Stacey Barrick.  Stacey will be tracking the sale of the Giant Gift Cards in an effort to credit wrestler’s accounts for the sale of these as well.  These reimbursements will go towards any wrestling related costs such as camps or club.  Gary reported that three officials have been secured for the Jr. High tournament and we are in need of one more.
