
           Mechanicsburg Wrestling Booster Club Minutes

March 10, 2009
President Fake called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

1. Approval of Minutes from last meeting – Gary reviewed the minutes from the February 2009 meeting.
2. Treasurer’s Report –  Danielle reports the current balance is $6,687.06.  There is an outstanding deposit to be made of the checks that had been received in payment for the banquet.  The amount received in checks was $1,460.  The cost of the banquet was $1,933.75.  The difference of  $473.75 is the amount the Booster Club will pay.  There are still receipts from Gary, Coach Barrick for District expenses, and from Wendy that need to be paid.  Danielle reports that the school shows $1,300 more in the account than what Danielle has reported.      
3. Coach’s Report –  
· Coach Barrick reports a great finish for the team and is very happy with how the season progressed.  
· He reports that there will be an off season wrestling club that will start April 1st with practices to be held in the Middle School auxiliary gym two nights a week.    
· Coach Barrick discussed details for possibly taking a team to participate in the Disney Duals in Orlando, FL in June this year.  

· Coach Barrick has been informed by the AD that he will receive funding for new singlets and warm-ups for both the Varsity and Jr High teams for the upcoming season.  

· Coach Ramsey attended the School Board meeting in order to report on their findings pertaining the possibility of obtaining a dedicated wrestling room for program.

· Discussion was held concerning getting a meeting scheduled with the principal, physical education department, and the athletic director.  Topic of discussion would be proposing a physical education schedule that would coincide with wrestling season in an effort to alleviate the current problems surrounding the use of the auxiliary gym during wrestling season.  Determine the possibility of taking a section of the current auxiliary gym and creating a wrestling room by installing wall mats, adding a divider, and keeping the wrestling mats down all year.  Open a discussion on alternative solutions to the current lack of dedicated space for the wrestling program.  

4. Old Business:
A. Jr. High Tournament – It was decided that we would stay with the duals tournament with 6 teams in participation.  The following teams are not being invited back: Palmyra, Waynesboro, and Susquehannock.  Possibilities for new team invitations were Biglerville, Red Lion, Bermudian, and Central Dauphin.
B. Fundraisers for next year: Wildcat Duals, Jr High Duals, program sales, and the lottery were agreed upon.
