Welcome parents and skaters! 

Below is some information which you may find helpful relative to the tryout process.
· Players must report 45 minutes prior to the first specified ice time in order to register.

· Players are issued a numbered pullover which must be worn at all tryouts. Pullovers are to be returned at the end of the last tryout session. A fee of $20 will be assessed to individuals who do not return their pullovers.

· Each player is expected to attend all tryout sessions in order to be placed on a roster, and to be on time. Tardiness is an interruption to the other skaters as well as the evaluators. Any absentees must be called in to the Tryout Coordinator for that particular level.

· Tryouts are designed to place players with players of similar ability. There are three levels of Teams: " A", "B", and "C" with "A" teams consisting of higher skilled Players and "C" teams consisting of less experienced players.

· In the selection process, skaters are evaluated by a minimum of three qualified, independent evaluators who are experienced coaches and teachers of the game of hockey. Evaluators critique skating and hockey ability. Goalies on the Bantam, Pee Wee, and Squirt levels will be evaluated by qualified goaltending evaluators (Coordinated by Joe Bertagna, Commissioner of Hockey East and former Assistant Coach of the Boston Bruins and Harvard University.)

· Teams will be chosen after all tryouts have been completed. Coaches will notify all Players via the telephone or through email from NYH website of their team placement. You can expect to be notified within two weeks after tryouts end.

· Tryouts are often more stressful for the parents than for the Players. The best advice that you can give your child is not to fool around, pay attention to the on-ice coaches, and give their best effort.

· Finally, placement on last year's team is not guaranteed and all selections are final.
