January Minutes:

January meeting minutes were read.  Motion to approve as read was made by Mike, seconded by Ed.  Motion passed 1-0 by Secretary
Treasurer:

Treasurer report for January was read and reviewed.  A Motion was made to approve the minutes as read by Mike, seconded by Steve.  Motion passed 1-0 by Secretary
Reminder for Ed to make the transfer of $10K from operating account to the Money Market account

Phone for field house is not cancelled as of today, Mollie asked for the account # and she would cancel

Travel:

From the travel meeting – Steve reported that the travel coaches would like to know what the board is looking for in the amount of fundraiser money from the travel teams.
Motion was made by Steve: Any travel team that does card in the fall must participate in the BCSA fundraiser for any player that is not in the Recreation Program.  No Buyout option is available.  Seconded by Ed, motion passed 8-0

Motion was made by Steve:  any team carding after the fundraiser has been issued will be given the option to participate in the fundraiser if available, or will be assessed a BCSA Fee equal to the fundraiser for any player that is not in the Recreation Program.  Seconded by Joe, Motion passed 8-0

Recreation:

Award night went smoothly.  All teams sitting together was a great plan, maybe move them all to one side next year to help with the traffic.  Headbands and Hats went over well also.  BRSD did call and advise we had an issue with the parking and that due to a complaint by the Bordentown Police Dept, we cannot use the Middle School next year.  Mollie is going to sit with the CER Dept to try to come up with alternatives.
Online registration has begun.  For the most part, it is going smoothly, only the fundraiser is causing an issue.  It will not calculate correctly.

Motion made by Steve to hold off the fundraiser money collection until 8/1.  Have the website only ask if the child will participate in the fundraiser, or wants the buyout option.  Seconded by Howard F, motion passed 8-0

Motion made by Steve to make the deadline for payment for early registration postmarked by April 15.

UPS store asked if they can offset their 2009 sponsor payment with the invoices due to them by BCSA.  Decided that it should not be done, it is better for record keeping for both UPS and BCSA.

Board Duties

Decided to push the discussion of board duties to a separate meeting, at which only board duties are discussed.  Meeting scheduled for 2/26 at 7 PM.
