PARENTAL CODE OF CONDUCT

As an Affiliated Club within the Moorestown Township Public Schools, Moorestown Crew (“Club”) prides itself on all its students and coaches adhering to the highest ethical standards.  The Club recognizes the inherent value and the direct relationship of good behavior and positive ethical decisions to the success of all our programs.  Participation in our programs is a privilege.  To encourage our students to adhere to these highest ethical standards, it is crucial that the parents of the students live up to these standards as well, which are enumerated below:

1. Parents will demonstrate good sportsmanship and good behavior at all times.

2. Parents will assist the student in meeting all co-curricular eligibility requirements of the New Jersey State Interscholastic Athletic Association, the Board of Education, and/or other governing bodies for this activity.  If the student does not meet these standards, the student may not be eligible to participate in the co-curricular activity.

3. Parents shall conduct themselves in an orderly and respectful manner at all times.

4. Parents shall observe all organizational rules imposed by the Board of Trustees of the Club, the coaches and the governing bodies of the activities.

5. Parents shall not participate in, or permit to occur, any hazing or inappropriate initiation activities of any kind.

6. Parents shall not use or possess any prohibited substance including alcohol, tobacco, steroids or any controlled substance (unless prescribed by a doctor) at all practices, regattas and all other rowing club functions.

We understand that failure to comply with the Code of Conduct may result in disciplinary actions at the discretion of the coaches, the Club, or the school administration consistent with Board Policy, and all applicable regulations and state and federal law.  Actions could include suspension or expulsion of the student from the team, as well as expulsion of the parent from the Club.  Expulsion for any reason may also result in forfeiture of any and all team or individual awards or recognition for that activity.
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
