Dear Parents and Players:


I would first like to welcome everyone back to the ISYL and say hello to those of you who are new to our organization.  We are looking forward to another exciting season and are happy to have each of you back.  We have many things happening in our club and I felt that we should let all of you know what is happening.  

1. Practices have started on Sunday mornings.  We understand that many of the players have other commitments with baseball, soccer, etc and realize it is hard for everyone to make every practice on the weekends.  Starting June 10 we will be holding practices on Thursday evenings for all age groups and beginning on June 22 we will add Tuesday evenings to our schedule.  Practices during the week begin at 6:30 pm.   Hurling Practice will be held on Sunday mornings at 12:00 pm after football and on Saturday evenings at 5:00 pm in Canton.  Please check with your coaches and watch your emails and the website for updates.

2. Registration.  Many of you have already registered your children for the season.  You can still register online at www.isylboston.org or we have been set up at the ICC  the last couple of Sundays and we can do it right there for you.  We would like to have all families registered asap.  All players on the field must be registered to participate in our program.  It is a liability for both the ISYL and the ICC.   Thank you in advance for your cooperation.

3. Practice Gear.  We will be handing out practice gear (shorts and shirts) to all registered players on Thursday, June 10 at practice.  

4. Continental Youth Championship will be held July 29 – August 1 in New York.  I know this seems like a long way off but it is right around the corner.  We need to get a sense from each family if they will be able to travel to this competition so we can plan our teams accordingly.  Please let your coach know as soon possible if you will be traveling.  We are about to begin a major fundraiser to support our club and families traveling. In the next couple of weeks, we will be handing out raffle tickets to every family. Our goal is to have each family try and sell $500 worth of tickets and in return the ISYL will match up to another $500 per family traveling to the CYC. These funds will help with the costs of the hotels.   In return each family could receive up to a maximum of $1000 back from the ISYL for their travel expenses.  Even if you are not planning on traveling to New York we ask that you help support this event.  The additional funds raised will help support the youth league with purchasing equipment and holding family events our Annual Christmas Party.  We will be staying at the Long Island Marriott.  The room rate with taxes is $188.  The special room rates are available from July 27 to August 3.  You can not book your rooms individually.  We need to do this as a group.   Please watch your mail for more details.

5. Cul Camps will be held in June and July this summer.  We are pleased to announce we will be holding a football and hurling/camogie camp this year.  The football camp will be held June 28 – July 1 and the hurling/camogie camp will take place July 19 – 22.  The cost is $100 for each camp and the players always have a great time.  The camp will be held at the ICC in Canton.  You can register for the camp online or on Sunday’s in Canton.   

6. Camogie will be starting up in Canton on Saturdays.  This is the second year we have offered this program to girls and hope that many of you will give it a try.  Sharon O’Brien, Tir na Nog player, will be overseeing the program.  She has enlisted the help of her members to come and mentor our girls.  This is open to any girl who would like to learn this sport.

7. Hurling is also taking place on Saturdays in Canton at 5:00 pm and on Sunday mornings at 12:00 pm.  William Kennedy, our Hurling Coordinator, is already gearing up to make this a great program for everyone this season.  Anyone interested should come out and try it.   Our age groups go up to U14/U16.

8. Schedule.  We have updated the practice and game schedule online.   Please make sure you check the website frequently for changes and updates.  With 7 new clubs in New England we have arranged for many games this season for all age groups.  We will have both home and away games this season.  We will need to travel to Hartford, Springfield and Dorchester during the season.  They will also be coming to us for competition.  We ask that you make every effort to travel to these locations  These groups will be coming to us also and we want to make sure we have a good showing.  We do have a league format and wins/loses will be counted so participation is very important. 

9. Boston Field Day.  This is a major event for our region.  It will be held on Saturday, July 17 at the ICC in Canton from 9:00 am to 6:00 pm.  Clubs from Philadelphia, New Haven, New York and New England have all been invited to attend this day of games.   Each age group will have at least 2-3 games on the day.  We are planning on having  girls, hurling and camogie competition as well.  Please mark your calendars.
