· Grades 3 & 4 – Aidan – Going great.  Great bunch of players.  16 per team is working well.  Sub one team on, one team off.  Level of soccer is high.  1 girl playing on the coed teams.  Would like to see more done to possibly further develop soccer skills.

· Grades 5 & 6 – Going ok but need more teams to play.  Board will discuss with Tara possibly using her contacts at other rec depts to get more towns involved in rec soccer at this age level.

· Sherri suggested we need to ‘do something’ as a board to recognize the volunteer coaches.  At a minimum, a letter signed by board members thanking them for their service.  All agreed.  Sherri to draft?
