Tom Petersen – EYSA

As the new president of the Exeter Youth Soccer Association, Tom took the time to discuss his philosophy and some of the changes taking place in Exeter Soccer with the Stratham Soccer Board.  With Stratham merging its U12, U13 and U14 programs with Exeter the last two years, Tom thought it would be a good idea to make some introductions and improve communications between our two boards.

EYSA Travel

The EYSA travel program has grown from 100 to 300 players in recent years.  They are hiring a part time administrator.  The also hope to improve their website to facilitate communications.

U9 / U10 / U11 will be a selection process for more balanced teams in line with the leagues non-competitive structure at this level.  Players will not be allowed to ‘age up’.

U12, U13, and U14 will have a single day tryout in early / mid May.  A local professional will be brought in to help with the tryout process and evaluations

EYSA fields teams in both the NH Seacoast League and the Granite State League.

Exeter is going to hold clinics in the spring for travel players.  EYSA will hire a professional coach to help organize the sessions.  Should start in April or May and run for approx. 6 to 7 weeks.  EYSA will open clinics to players not rostered last fall for $50 per player.

EYSA and Stratham Soccer will hold a joint Travel Soccer informational meeting on Monday April 13 at 7 PM at the Municipal Center.
