Mary Hunt, registrar, has sent out e mails to all the team contacts regarding spring registration.  Mary will be resigning after the spring 2009 season.  Terry Zemnicki is considering this position.  If anyone else is interested, please contact president Dave White.

Coaching director, Dave Emery, talked about the Coaches Clinic at the Mohegan Sun, Feb. 26-28.  Rovers will pay the cost for any Rovers coach to attend.  In return, the coach must volunteer at the spring developmental clinic.  Rovers will also cover the cost for any Granby high school coach to attend the clinic.  Dave also talked about a variation of indoor soccer called “footsal” (not sure if this is spelled correctly) that the high school boys have been playing and love.  The high school gym is used.  Dave wanted to know if anyone else is interested in this.  There is a problem with getting the gym during basketball season.  Dave will contact facilities to determine availability of the gym and report back to the club.

Boys Director Matt Wutka reported that there will be a u-16 boys team this spring coached by Coach Bendig and a u-18 boys team coached by Coach Rondinone.

Girls Director Laura Ray reported that there will be a u-18 girls team coached by John Lombardi with the possibility of a u-16 team depending on interest. Gary Kulik may research the possibility of a u-23 team for the spring. A notice of the Rovers web site would help.

Ann Marie Grashaw, web site manager, requested info from teams to put on the web site. A concern was raised that the e mail addresses on the site may not be working. Ann Marie mentioned that all the team members need to register on the web site so that future info can be sent out accordingly.
Sean Bendig, field maintenance director, has been enjoying the off season. Soon he will have the stripers repaired.

MLS was discussed. Matt reported that MLS is willing to come out for one team or multiple teams.  Managers should discuss this with their teams and let Matt know if they want to use MLS.  The approximate cost is $600 for 1.5 hours per week for six weeks.

It is hopeful that the clinic will be advertized on the web site and sign ups can occur there as well.  Jeff Holden has agreed to lead the administration of the clinic.  Thank you Jeff!
