Granby Rovers Minutes

Coaching Director Dave Emery held a coaches meeting before the Rover’s meeting.  It was well attended.  The meeting was very effective and allowed the communication of a significant number of common issues and problems amongst coaches. 

There was a uniform presentation by Team Sports, located in the Farmington Soccer Dome.  Team Sports offered Adidas uniforms to our club in several styles.  A contract with Team Sports would have to be signed.  Once the contract is in place, there would be a return to our club on our dollar investment.  In addition, they offered a 25% discount on Adidas gear to our club. 
The Rover’s meeting started with a review of the offer Team Sports had made.  We agreed to make a final decision by May relative to whether our club would change uniform vendors.  Rick Orluk committed to contacting one other vendor.  Once this is done, a comparison of prices between Scotts, our current vendor, Team Sports and the third vendor could be made.
The Treasurer reported that she will review the club finances and will send a recommendation to the board on the assessment fee for the Spring season.  A decision on the assessment fee will be made by next week.  This decision is contingent on a better understanding of field maintenance fees for the season.
Terri Ziemnick, the current Registrar, was absent, but Mary Hunt reported that it is currently taking one week to register teams and get team passes back.  This timeframe can extend to 2 weeks if the registrar gets busy.   

The Boys Director reported that there has been a coaching change and thanked David Tefft for his years of service to the club.  The new coach replacing David will be Eric Van Heel.  

The Girl’s Director reported that the U10G team is looking for players.

The Webmaster noted that the new Rover’s website can be accessed using GranbyRovers.org or .com; however, email can only be sent to .com.  She asked that any information that anyone wants on the website should be emailed to her at webmaster@GranbyRovers.com.
Field preparation is scheduled for this Sunday, April 5th, from 2 to 6 in the afternoon.  Shawn noted that an email has been sent inviting all high school kids that need community service time.  
The Assignor reported that she is not able to take field requests for games before the scheduling meeting.  She also requested that after the schedule is released, every team should contact her to either confirm that their schedule is ok or to make corrections.  If a team does not contact the Assignor, the Assignor will assign games according to the schedule and the teams must pay for all mistakes/changes. Finally, she mentioned that the assigning rules will be sent with the schedule and cautioned that everyone must be familiar with the contents of that document.
A medical form for every player is required.  This form should be available to the team coach or manager every time the team practices or plays.

Assorted Dates

The scheduling meeting is April 7th at the Crowne Plaza in Cromwell.  The girls teams schedule at 6PM and the boys follow at 7:15PM.  Everyone is asked to park only where allowed.  The LAX bantam jamboree is Sunday May 3rd with a rain date of May 10th.  Games cannot be played until 2PM on May 3rd.  Granby Day is Saturday June 13th.  Games cannot be schedule all of Saturday and until 12 on Sunday.  Spring clinic registration is going well.  Fields 1 and 3 are reserved on Spring Clinic days for the clinic until June 6th.  MLS is being scheduled for the interested teams at a discounted price.  A 4 week session is now $300, which is a 25% discount.  Ray Reid Summer Camp scheduling is proceeding.  Flyers were available at the meeting or by contacting Rick Orluk.

Granby’s 225 year celebration will be held next year, and a representative from the Rover’s was requested.  Shawn Bendig volunteered.  Tryouts will be between June 1 and June 13.
