· The basket is to be wrapped in cellophane, tulle or shrink wrap with an itemized list of the items in the basket securely attached to the basket. 

We thought we would put together some helpful hints in preparing your basket, along with some photos of past baskets to help. Things you may want to consider:

· Ask each team parent to donate a set amount. Sometimes it may be difficult for parents to remember, so you may want to make each parent an envelope with a label with, Return to _______ (your name or your coach) for Homecoming Basket. This eliminates tracking people down to collect the money.

· Once your items are purchased, consider how to best display them in a basket, container, pot, etc. 

· Use empty shoe boxes and newspaper to fill wasted space to lift items to make them more visible.

· Packing tape is your “best friend” when arranging your items. Start with larger items in the back and move forward with smaller items. Use tape to help keep things in place.
