Last season the Friends of Hockey were
also able to provide such things as new shells for every player’s hockey pants (JV & Varsity), coach
bus service for the games played at Holy Cross, a new website for improved team communications,
free access to team and individual photos, and team jackets for all JV and Varsity players to
commemorate successful seasons.
