	Time Factors and Scoring 
	Games will consist of two 25 minute running time periods with a five minute halftime. Game time is maintained by a central horn at the registration tent. The score keepers at each field will be notified by the central time keeper of the two minute warning, who in turn will inform the game official. Two minutes before the start of each game and the start of second half there will be two short blasts from the horn. The start of the game, end of the first half, and end of the game will be signaled by one long blast of the horn. Each team will permitted one, 1 minute, timeout per half but none in the last two minutes of the second half.  The clock will not stop during the time-out. Overtime will be played only in the title games. The winner will be decided on a “sudden victory” overtime with the teams switching ends every 5 minutes.  Teams must be ready to play at the scheduled time. A team that is not on the field and ready to start play when the horn blows will be assessed a delay of game penalty.
