PITCHING-  Pitch count rules apply beginning with Game 1 of the tourney.  Days of rest must be observed from last regular season/playoff game pitched in league play.  PENALTY FOR PITCH COUNT RULES VIOLATION – FORFEITURE OF THE GAME.

6.  
District One will supply umpires for all games.  Game host supplies the official scorer, pitch counter (separate person) and is responsible for field maintenance.  A collection (or 50/50) may be passed to offset game cost to the league. As previously stated, District One will supply the umpires for all games and may pass the hat to offset the Flag, umpire & other tournament costs.

8. Only 1 manager & 2 coaches are allowed in the dugout area.  A team cannot rotate a 4th or 5th man in.

9. All teams should bring their full complement of rostered players to each game of the tourney (12 or 13 man in most leagues).  Don't show up with 9 guys!  Paper copies of the roster will not be collected but will be next year if leagues are found to be dishonest.
