Engage in negative, emotional outbursts that disrupt the activity in progress
Engage in physical or verbal abuse of any participant, coach, official, parent/guardian or spectator,
whether from my team or from an opponent’s team, or any member of the BYAA

e Allow BYAA participants to engage in physical or verbal abuse of any other participant, coach,
official, parent/guardian or spectator, whether from my team or from an opponent’s team, or any
member of the BYAA

e Engage in any activity that affects the outcome of a game in an unfair or unjust manner

e Engage in any activity that results in the damage or theft of BYAA equipment or equipment
belonging to an opponent

¢ Engage in the use of alcohol, tobacco products or illegal drugs during any team activity where
children are present
