Ardrey Kell High School Athletic Booster Club
By-Laws

Originally Adopted on June 12, 2006

Amended and Restated as of August 13, 2007

Article I. ATHLETIC DIRECTOR/PRINCIPAL

The Athletic Director and Principal will be the final decision-makers regarding all matters pertaining to the athletic program of the school.  The Athletic Director and Principal have the right to remove any member of the Athletic Boosters Board.  The Athletic Director’s vote will break any tie in the vote among the Board. 
Article II DUTIES OF OFFICERS
PRESIDENT – The President shall preside at all meetings of the organization, appoints all committees, and shall be an ex officio member of all committees, except the nominating committee.   He/she shall issue the call for special Board meetings, name the date, time and place of full membership meetings, shall call for regular monthly committee reports and shall see that regular elections are held.
If any other office or position on the Board becomes vacant, the President can appoint a member to fill the unexpired term with the approval of the Athletic Director and Principal. 
VICE-PRESIDENT – The Vice-President shall succeed the President in the event that the President’s office becomes vacant.  The VP shall also act in place of the President in case the President is absent.  The Vice-President shall also serve as liaison with other organizations at the discretion of the President.  He/she shall also be coordinator of special projects for the Athletic Boosters.  He/she shall serve as the chairperson of the nominating committee and assume other duties as deemed necessary.  
SECRETARY – The Secretary shall keep the records and minutes of all meetings, attend to the correspondence and perform such other duties as deemed necessary.
TREASURER – The Treasurer shall receive all monies and deposit the same in a bank recommended by the Board and shall pay out monies only in authority of the Board.  All checks and vouchers must be signed by the Treasurer or the President.  He/she shall prepare and submit written monthly financial reports to the Board.  He/she will submit the books to the finance committee for auditing annually.  
PAST PRESIDENT – The position of Past President shall be held by the President from the preceding year.  The Past President shall be a full voting member of the Executive Officers and Board and will offer guidance to the Board.  In the event the Past President no longer has a student at AKHS, he/she still retains the title and privileges of the position and may be consulted as needed.

Article III BOARD MEMBERS
The Board shall be composed of the officers of the Athletic Boosters, the Athletic Director, the Principal, and the chairpersons or co-chairpersons of the committees.  The Board shall meet once monthly in addition to the annual meeting of the Athletic Boosters. 
Article IV COMMITTEES
There shall be the following committees: Finance, Membership, Nominating, and such other committees as the President and athletic director shall deem necessary.  Additional committees may include:  Spiritwear, Fundraising, Communications, Hospitality, Concessions, and Student Recognition.  All committees shall consist of a chairperson/persons and as many members as shall be deemed necessary by the President.  Each committee shall report verbally or in writing to the Board each month. 
Finance:  Shall consist of at least three (3) members, other than officers, who shall audit the books of the organization between the regular meetings in May and June.  Assist Treasurer with non-profit status of the Athletic Boosters.  
Membership Committee:  Responsible for soliciting memberships from all adults and students who are interested in promoting the objectives of the Athletic Boosters.  Prepare membership cards for distribution to members.  
Nominating Committee:  Meet and present a slate of officers and members – at-large of the Board to the membership at the regular April meeting.
Concessions:  Assume full responsibility for the planning, opening, purchasing, organizing, operating and closing of the concession stands operated by Athletic Boosters.
Hospitality:  To provide coaches’ recognition as well as hospitality rooms for tournament officials and coaches and other Board designated social functions.  Also responsible for any cards, flowers, etc. that are deemed necessary by the Board for AKHS community.
Communication:  See that adequate publicity and good news coverage is given on all meetings and activities of the club and prepare news coverage for inclusion in the AKHS newsletter.  Develop and maintain a website for the Athletic Boosters.  
Spiritwear:  To sell apparel and memorabilia that denotes Ardrey Kell athletic teams.
Special Projects:  Assume responsibility of researching and reporting back to the Board on any special projects requested by the Athletic Department or by the Board.
Student Recognition:  Responsible for establishing a program to recognize outstanding student athletes.  The selection of athletes shall be made in communication with the Athletic Director and Principal.   This committee shall be responsible for the recognition of our Senior athletes as well. 
Fundraising:  Assume full responsibility for the planning, organizing and execution of the major fundraising events of the Athletic Boosters.  Responsible for the solicitation of corporate sponsorships.  
Article V DUES
Dues shall be proposed annually by the Membership Committee and voted on by the Board. Dues shall be payable annually, within the Membership Year.
ARTICLE VI – NON PROFIT STATUS AND DISSOLUTION

This is a non-profit, non-stock membership organization.  No part of this organization’s assets or net income shall benefit any of its officers or members or any other private individual either during the organization’s existence or upon its dissolution.  Upon the dissolution of this organization, all remaining assets of the organization shall be distributed for one or more exempt purposes within the meaning of section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or corresponding section of any future federal tax code, or shall be distributed to the federal government, or to a state or local government, for public purposes.  
Article VII ROBERT’S RULES OF ORDER
The rules contained in Robert’s Rules of Order shall govern this organization in all cases in which they do not conflict with the rules of this organization. 
Article VIII AMENDMENTS
These Bylaws may be amended by a majority of Board members present at any regular meeting. The amendments must have been presented at the preceding regular meeting of the organization.
