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Owensboro United Soccer Club (“United”) strives to offer the opportunity to participate in competitive soccer to all motivated and qualified youth in our area regardless of financial limitations.  In an effort to meet this goal, United offers player scholarship funding to assist with registration fees.
General Information

· All scholarship funding is for registration fees only.  The player will still be responsible for uniforms, team assessments and travel expenses.

· Players must apply in writing (see attached Scholarship Application) prior to the beginning of the season.  Scholarship Applications must be mailed to the P.O. Box above.  For the Spring 2009 Season (February through May 2009) all Scholarship Applications must be postmarked February 28, 2009 or earlier.  Applications received after this date will be returned to the applicant and will not be reviewed for consideration.
· Scholarships are granted for one (1) season.  Players with continued need must reapply each season.

· Scholarship funding is awarded based on available funding for that season.  Scholarship funding is derived from the club’s revenues from registration fees and other sources of income and is limited.  On an individual basis, scholarship funding is awarded based on priority of need and allocated at the discretion of United.

· Applications for scholarship will be kept confidential.  All applicants will be notified in writing of United’s decision to provide or not provide financial assistance.  All decisions of United are final.
Scholarship Criteria (Guidelines only, subject to review and other considerations)
· Any player (family) participating in programs or currently receiving government assistance such as welfare, housing assistance or free or reduced school meals.

· Any player with extreme financial hardship.

· United will require verification of government assistance, tax return verification or other supporting documentation of financial need to determine player qualification for scholarship assistance.
Scholarships are awarded based on the financial need of the applicant.  United will review and consider all requests.  Timely submitted and properly completed applications are required.
Obligations of the Scholarship Recipient
· All United player, including non-scholarship and scholarship, are required to attend all practices and games unless otherwise excused by the team coach, Coaching Director or Executive Director.

· All United parents, those receiving or not receiving financial assistance, are required to volunteer a minimum of 6 hours for Club activities and events.
· If a Scholarship Player quits a team before completion of the season, any awarded scholarship funds will be due and payable to United.
