· Member clubs who approve a financial aid request for a family, can apply for a reimbursement of up to 50% of the reduced fees charged.
· Approved reimbursements will be credited to the club's official’s fees for the 2017 season.

3. The NCJLA Scholarship Committee will review applications in early December and make a recommendation to the NCJLA Board of Directors at the December meeting.  The board will approve final awards.   
4. Applicants will be notified shortly thereafter.   
5. Reimbursements will be credited to the club's officials fees in the 2017 season.
