Step By Step Registration Instructions

Go to www.WiltonHockey.com and click on the Register Online button. You will
be brought to the Wilton Hockey Member Registration page.

Click Register.

Enter your E-mail address and click Submit. A temporary password will be E-
mailed to you. You may change your password later.

Sign in using your E-mail address and temporary password. You will be brought
to the Guardian Information Page.

Enter the personal information for the first parent. If you would like to receive text
messages regarding schedule changes from WiltonHockey.com, select your
wireless service provider from the drop down list. If you have more than one E-
mail address you may enter multiple addresses separated by a comma. You may
also change your password at this time. Check the boxes if you would like to
receive electronic reminder notices of games and/or practices.
