OPEN REGISTRATION

The Multi-Lake Gators has open positions available for FOOTBALL and
CHEERLEADING for boys and girls ages 6 to 14. The Gators are a proud
member of the Western Lakes Junior Football League. All Gators practices
and home games are held at Walled Lake Northern High School.

FOOTBALL is comprised of four teams according to age:

Flag (6-7 yr olds), Freshman (8-9 yr olds), Junior Varsity (10-11 yr olds), and
Varsity (12-14 yr olds) with approx 30-35 players per team (maximum 21
players on Flag). Registration fees are $100 for Flag football and $175 for
Freshman, Junior Varsity, and Varsity tackle football. Practice begins on
August 4 and the season runs through November 7. Mini-Camp will be held
on July 13-15.

CHEERLEADING is comprised of four squads according to grade:

Flag (grade 1-2), Freshman (grade 3-4), Junior Varsity (grade 5-6) and
Varsity (grade 7-8) with approx 20 girls on each squad. Registration fees are
$125 for Cheer and $50 for Mascots. Practice begins in August and the
season runs through November 7. Gators Cheer squads also participate in
Cheer Fest, a youth cheerleading competition for all WLJFL teams, which will
take place this year in October at a WLJFL team site to be announced later.

REGISTRATION requires a completed Gators registration form along with
the fees shown above (cash or check). A copy of your child’s birth certificate,
WLJFL league permission form, and medical release form from your child’s
physician will be required prior to start of practices. Registration for WLJFL
teams is determined by which Walled Lake school your child attends. The
Multi-Lake Gators enrollment area includes Keith, Commerce, Dublin, and
Glengary Elementary Schools and Clifford Smart Middle School.
